MINUTES OF THE HAVEN TOWN BOARD SPECIAL MEETING

Workshop Session

September 13, 2010

The Haven Board met at the Haven Township Hall on Monday, September 13, 2010.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Eric Meyer.  Members present:  Chairman Eric Meyer, Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann, Supervisor Mark Knowles, Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski, David Meyers and Tammy Schefers.  There were approximately 80 township residents who attended the meeting.  
David Meyers presented a power point presentation and explained the Haven Township/ St. Cloud Orderly Annexation Agreement for 2010.  He talked about the old history and the existing history of the Orderly Annexation Agreement.  He showed maps of the parcels included in tract 1 and tract 2 that will be affected.  He also talked about negotiations, the proposed agreement and development limitations.  After the presentation the board members then talked about their concerns.  Supervisor Mark Knowles had a concern about the existing gravel pits that will be included in tract 2.  He asked that if someone wanted to put a gravel pit in tract 2 for mining after the new agreement goes through, will they still be able to do that.   David Meyers made the comment that it would be difficult for the Town Board to give out a permit like that.  Supervisor Mark Knowles then stated that he is surprised that this has all of a sudden changed since the workshop meetings the board members have previously had. This is the first time anyone has said anything about not having gravel pits.  This issue has been side stepped.   Chairman Eric Meyer then opened the meeting up for Public Comment.  

Gloria Plombon made the comment if someone requested to go into the city annexation how involved will that get for the other neighbors around that area who don’t want to be annexed.  
Nic Sobieck made the comment that he does not want to be in the city limits.  He lives behind the boat places off of Highway 10 behind Culver’s.  He wants to stay in Haven Township.   
David Jackson asked about the property in Haven Township that might be purchased from the school district.  He asked if that comes into play do we all have to be annexed into the city.  
William Severt lives in Prairie Woods Addition and wants to know if he will still stay as Sherburne County Zoning.  
Brad Pauley had questions about a piece of property he owns and was wondering if he could build a home there in tract 2 if the new agreement goes through. 

There were no other Public Comments.  Chairman Eric Meyer closed the Public Comment at 7:29 p.m.  There was further discussion from the Board.  Then Chairman Eric Meyer made a motion to appoint a Planning Board that would discuss these issues and there will be five people on the Board: Supervisor Randy Linn, Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann, Supervisor Eric Meyer, Penny Weihrauch and Dick Martinson.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  There was more discussion.   Supervisor Mark Knowles and Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski felt uncomfortable about having three Board Members on the Planning Board.  They felt it should just be two Supervisors with the two citizen representatives.  Then those members bring back the research and discuss that to the rest of the board. 
Monroe Anker made the comment that it should not matter how many people you have on the Planning Board, they will work together and bring back the research needed.  
Jane Korte made the comment that she was shocked that the city went for 10 years, maybe even 15 year agreement.  We should work with that and stick with it.  She feels good about the agreement.  

LeRoy Pauley made the comment that as many years he has worked with the city, this is a good deal and the Board should consider staying with it.
Dick Martinson asked who is going to enforce this zoning.

The motion was made and the question was called.  Chairman Eric Meyer voted Aye, Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann voted Aye, Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski voted Aye, and Supervisor Mark Knowles was opposed.  The motion carried.  The Board then set the meeting of this Planning Board to discuss and review Planning and Zoning Issues on Monday, September 20, 2010 at 4:00 p.m. at the Haven Township Hall.  This will be an open public meeting so all the other Board Members and residents may also attend the meeting.  There also is a Joint Special Meeting of the Haven Town and City Council, required by the Annexation Statute, which will be held on September 27, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the St. Cloud City Council Chambers.  
Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to adjourn the special workshop meeting.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 p.m. 
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
