Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to pay the outstanding bills.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

CUP Vesterra, LLC – No new updates.  Supervisor Mark Knowles questioned that the old house on the property still has not been removed from the site.  David Meyers will check into this issue and report back next month. 

Citizen Committee – The group met in October.  They had someone from the City of St. Cloud talk about the city maps, airport zoning, sewer lines and the bridge crossings.  The Citizens Committee also appointed Joe Braun as the Chairperson of the group.  The next meeting for the group will be on November 12, 2007.  They will discuss a Plan for the Haven Township.  It will be a joint meeting with the Board of Supervisors and the Citizens Committee.  All are welcome to this meeting, it will be posted.  It will be at the Haven Township Hall and start at 7:00 p.m.    

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – None 

Zoning – Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to have the Board enter into the License Agreement for Rodney Meyer regarding the Boat House License Agreement File Number 5097.051.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  David Meyers did receive a check for the Township from Rodney Meyer for $500.00 for legal fees and a check for the County Recorder for $46.00.  

Airport Update –Talked about building Airport Hangers off Airport Property, Industrial Development and water / sewer lines were also talked about.  

Road Update – There was discussion on the 54th Street overlay.  There is a spot in the road regarding the soil conditions.  The Board placed cones there now to make the neighborhood aware of the road.  The Road needs more than just an overlay.  The road needs to be rebuilt.  This will not be done until the spring of 2008.  Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to have Bogart/Peterson evaluate the road and have a price estimate for the November Meeting to let the Board know what should be done with the road.  There will be no expense for them to look at the road.  Supervisor Kathi Sims Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Mike Zniewski will send a letter to the neighbors in that area stating the bridge is closed and the road will not be taken care of till the spring of 2008.   

NEW BUSINESS

Bridge – The Board had the County inspect the 54th Street Bridge.  It is not safe for traffic.  The Bridge is permanently closed to traffic.  The Board members discussed options on what to do with this site.  There might be Federal Funding to help the Township in rebuilding a new bridge.  The Board Members also discussed removal of the Bridge. Gary Kiffmeyer asked the Board to put permanent barricades at the end of the tar on 54th Street.   David Meyers will work on preparing a resolution for the bridge.  The Board members will talk about this issue more next month.   

Luth / Deltone Liquor License Renewal – Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve the request of the Luth / Deltone Liquor License Renewal.  Supervisor Kathi Sims Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Mark Knowles opposed.  

Bob Gertken – Bob Gertken from Tri-County Pallet & Crate has property in Teders Industrial Park (Lot 6, Block 1).  He is requesting a conditional use permit for outside storage of pallets on the industrial property.  Dave Johnson made the comment that the waste of the pallets should not be outside.  The waste should stay in boxed semi trailers.  Gary Bauerly made the comment that there should be no nails on the road.  The trucks hauling should be careful not to bring rocks from the shoulder on the road either.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to have Positive Comment on the request with the following conditions: Full screening for outside storage to County Road 3 and Hwy 10, Bob Gertken must follow the Zoning Office conditions from the letter dated October 4, 2007, the outside storage must only be in the rear yard for repaired and unrepaired pallets, and all waste must be stored inside the building or on enclosed trailers on site.  Supervisor Dennis Lietha seconded the motion.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann amended the motion to include that there will also be no burning or chipping or grinding of the pallets on the site.  Supervisor Mark Knowles agreed to the amendment.  The motion carried.  This will go to the County Level on Thursday, October 18, 2007.  

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Ted Leonard lives in Greenwood Acres and wishes the Board to build a new bridge there to replace the old one.  He takes that way to work everyday.  Now he can’t because the road there is closed.  He also feels there will be a lot more crime in the area and people will use this area as a dump site.  

Roger Plombon had questioned a home with lots of garbage piled up next to it.  The house is on 27th Street.  Chairman Eric Meyer will contact Dave Lucas from the County on this issue.  

Penny Weihrauch – Wanted the Board Members and the Citizens not to forget that there are School Board issues for voting on Tuesday, November 6, 2007.  Absentee ballots are also available ahead of time.  The election should be posted on the web and the posting sites.  

A Blue 911 sign needs to be ordered for 3690.       

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
Hall Maintenance - Supervisor Mark Knowles stated that the Town Hall improvements are being worked on.

NorthStar Corridor – Phase I from Big Lake to Minneapolis is up and running.  Phase II will be looked into more in the years 2009 – 2012. 

MPCA – The permits are still being questioned.  Chairman Eric Meyer will talk with Tim Simes from Rinke Noonan Law Firm about this issue.  

Association of Townships Meeting is on Wednesday, October 17, 2007 at Palmer Township Hall from 6:30 p.m. – 9:30 p.m.  A tour of the New Fire Hall and Sheriff’s office will be given. 

LUCA – 2010 Census - The Township will not be participating in this project due to insufficient staff.
