The Board discussed all the claims that needed to be added onto the list.  Supervisor Mark Knowles then made a motion to pay the outstanding amended bills.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

Bazley, LLC (formerly Vesterra, LLC) – No new update.  

No Mow Ditch Policy – The Board is waiting for the reimbursement check from the DNR for the work that was done on 54th Street in the ditches.    

54th Street Bridge – No new update.     

Elk River Estates 10th Street Reconstruction – Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski is still working with Michel’s Communication.  They would like an itemized list before they pay the extra money that was requested by the Township.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski and Mike Zniewski will work together to get a list for them.  A final inspection and final signature needs to be done yet when the job is completed in this area.  The City of St. Cloud is willing to purchase the Busse Pit from Knife River.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski has concerns on this issue and will try to contact Matt Glasen from the City of St. Cloud.  Some concerns are the restoration of the pit, how the two pits (Busse / Stark) will be treated differently and if the current CUP will stay with the property when it is sold.         

Fire Petition: No new update.

Town Hall Expansion – The Board talked about adding on to the Township hall for a bigger meeting area.  The Board also discussed having the Sherburne County Sheriff substation at the Haven Township Hall.  Supervisor Randy Linn talked with a local builder and made an outline sheet of costs for the addition. He also suggested using recycled materials and applying for grants.  After discussion from the board Supervisor Randy Linn will continue the process with the builder and have a rough concept drawing for the board next month.  He will also start preparing something for the March Annual Meeting. 

NorthStar Corridor – The Bus Park and Ride location is completed for the St. Cloud location.  Anyone who gets the chance to use this facility should, it is a great commute.  

Environmental Assessment for County Road 7 – The purpose of the Environmental Assessment is to examine the Sherburne County Corridor between 12th Street SE (Del-Tone Road) and Sherburne County Road 3.  There was no new update. 

Railroad Crossing Discussion 52nd Street – Haven Township is in discussion with BNSF Railroad to reconfigure some crossings in Haven Township.  After the board discussed the letter sent from MN Department of Transportation Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to direct Clerk Mike Zniewski to send a letter to the MN Department of Transportation stating that Haven Township would like to be considered for SFY 2014 federal funding to assist with the railroad improvements.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.    

Round Lake – No Wake – The neighborhood is getting together to discuss this issue and will report back to the board. 

32nd Street – The board talked about getting a road order for this road.  

55th Avenue / 65th Street – The upgrading on the dirt roads 55th Avenue and 65th Street will be done in the spring.  

Regulating town road right-of-ways / Installation of utilities Ordinances - David Meyers will have this for the next meeting.   

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – None

Airport Update – None

Roads – Supervisor Mark Knowles made the comment that none of the dirt roads have been snow plowed unless there is a drift or someone calls him.  They want to keep the dirt on the road and not in the ditches.  There still will be tree trimming done in 2010, it did not get all completed yet for this year.  

NEW BUSINESS 

Road Right-of-Way Acquisition – For information and discussion David Meyers provided a short summary of some of the right-of-way acquisition methods that could be used by the Township if needed in the future.  

Meeting Time Change – The Board talked about having the monthly meetings start at 6 p.m. instead of 7 p.m.  This will be put on for discussion at the Annual Meeting.  

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Joe Braun – Asked the board if there could be stripes put back on 10th Street.  Supervisor Mark Knowles made the comment that it is expensive to do this but he will talk with Chairman Eric Meyer to see where the budget is for this.  

Penny Weihrauch – She talked with the board about using the AutoMark and the M100 voting machine for the March Election.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to spend the funding needed to use the AutoMark and the M100 voting machine for the March Election.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Clerk Mike Zniewski will publish having a Public Accuracy Test at the Township Hall done on the machine before the voting begins.  

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
St. Cloud Annexation Meeting – Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann talked about the Orderly Annexation Agreement with the City of St. Cloud on how they reviewed current agreements with other townships and cities.  They also talked about guiding principals.  Supervisor Mark Knowles again questioned why the communication between the Supervisors is not clear.  He feels this Annexation agreement is a big deal and needs to be more open in communication. Clerk Mike Zniewski then stated to the board that in the beginning when the annexation process meetings first started all the board members and including himself attended these meetings and they were published so that anyone could attend.   After more discussion on this issue the board decided that the next step for the Township would be is to have a workshop meeting.  The Board Members decided on a Special Workshop Meeting to discuss Planning, Zoning and Annexation Matters.  This Meeting will be held on Thursday, January 7, 2010 at 6 p.m. at the Haven Township Hall.  Clerk Mike Zniewski will publish this special meeting.      

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski got the snow fence agreement settled with Alvin Ayers.  She also had concerns about the netting that was put in the ditches on 10th Street the snow is lifting them out of place.  Supervisor Mark Knowles stated that this was fine and that we will take care of it in the spring.    

The board discussed the IUP for MD Mechanical.  This needs to be completed by December.   

After discussion from the board about transferring funds Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to transfer $ 5,000.00 from the General fund to the Fire Fund.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

Grant Agreement With Sherburne County - Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to set the Clean-up Day for Saturday, May 8, 2010.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  David Meyers will try to see if the Boy Scouts want to stay afterwards to control the items that are not wanted and dropped off after the clean-up is done.      

Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to continue contracting with the Tri-County Humane Society to accept our Township Stray Dogs and no cats will be included in the contract.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

There are two Supervisor positions open for filing.  The filing will open at 8 a.m. on December 29, 2009 till 5 p.m. January 12, 2010.
