Supervisor Kathi Sims Kosloski made a motion to pay the outstanding bills.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

Vesterra, LLC – No new updates.

No Mow Ditch Policy – No new updates.

54th Street Bridge – Someone had moved the boulders in front of the bridge so there is no access of 4-wheelers, or bikes to get through on both sides of the bridge.  The Board asked the Sheriff to investigate this.  The Board will then have the boulders moved back into place and drive stakes into the ground around the boulders so this will be harder to do again.        

Elk River Estates 10th Street Reconstruction – Chairman Eric Meyer and Supervisor Mark Knowles will set up a meeting with Jon Bogart to talk about the next step of fixing this road. There are some soil issues on this road and there will be some overlays done.    

Fire Petition: Gary Kiffmeyer has a petition signed by approximately 60 households on the SE side of St. Cloud to form a 1st responder coverage area in SE Haven Township for the purpose of contracting with Clear Lake Fire Department.  Gary Kiffmeyer at the annual meeting made a motion for Supervisor Mark Knowles to continue negotiating with the Clear Lake Fire Department on a 1st Responder Coverage Area for these 60 homes.  Mark Knowles may go ahead with his proposal he wrote for the Clear Lake Fire Department and not to exceed in the amount of $10,000.00 for a one year commitment.  Randy Kosloski seconded the motion at the annual meeting.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Mark Knowles and Chairman Eric Meyer will attend the next Clear Lake Fire Department meeting and talk with them again on a proposal for this area.  

Tri-County Pallet – No new update.

Banking Report – Supervisor Randy Linn reported the options that Chairman Eric Meyer, Mike Zniewski and he looked into.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve and adopt Resolution Number 2009-02 Designating Financial Depository for Town Funds Haven Township, Sherburne County in regards that Plaza Park Bank shall be designated as a depository for Township funds.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Then Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve and adopt Resolution Number 2009-01 Designating Financial Depository for Town Funds Haven Township, Sherburne County in regards that Sherburne State Bank shall be designated as a depository for Township funds.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Airport Update – David Johnson reported that there is talk about having an Air Show at the Airport in 2010.  

Roads – The Board Members took a road tour on April 18, 2009.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski took minutes on the roads that needed to be addressed.  The Board members discussed these roads and will fix the issues.        

NEW BUSINESS 

Brian, Jeff and Scott Buettner talked with the Board Members about 42nd Street SE.  They requested permission to place a gate at the entry of 42nd Street SE.  People have been using this road as a dump site for couches, tires and other debris.  After more discussion on this issue the Board directed David Meyers to look into this option and report back at the May meeting.   

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Jane Korte – Talked about how the City of St. Cloud may create a new growth area.  Lake Wobegon County Established.

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
NorthStar Corridor – They are still working on funding to be on-line in ‘09.

Chairman Eric Meyer will be attending an Urban Short Course on Land Use on Thursday, April 23, 2009.

The Board Members talked about replacing the Flag on the Flag Pole in front of the Township Hall.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will take care of that issue.   

Clean-up Day is set for Saturday, May 2, 2009 at the Haven Township Hall.

Stray Dog Resolution – Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann reported to the Board what he found out about “A Place Like Home”.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve and adopt the Stray Dog Resolution 2009-03.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann then made a motion to approve and have Chairman Eric Meyer sign the one year Agreement with “A Place Like Home”.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  There will be a postcard or flyer sent out to all the Haven Township Residents in regards to “A Place Like Home”.  

Township Posting Signs – Supervisor Mark Knowles talked with the Board Members about getting three new Posting Signs for the Township.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to have Scott Warzecka create three new sign boards for the township posting sites.  The price will not exceed $750.00 for the three signs.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski talked about liability of the use of the Town Hall Building, Marc Schneider is now the County Weed Inspector and that there is a septic system training workshop coming up.      

Land Acquisition – The Board Members discussed purchasing some property in Kilian Addition to prevent the road and other land from being flooded.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion for David Meyers to start the process of the land acquisition process.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
