Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to accept and approve the bills.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  
OLD BUSINESS
Bazley, LLC (formerly Vesterra, LLC) – No new update.  
No Mow Ditch Policy – No new update.    
54th Street Bridge – No new update.     
Fire Petition - No new update.
Town Hall Expansion - No new update.  
NorthStar Corridor – Supervisor Mark Knowles talked about another engine that was purchased.  
Environmental Assessment for County Road 7 – The purpose of the Environmental Assessment is to examine the Sherburne County Corridor between 12th Street SE (Del-Tone Road) and Sherburne County Road 3.  (CSAH 7 Alignment Alternatives) Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann reported that the committee has narrowed down to six different options of the route.  The committee will have another public meeting this summer yet.  The committee is working on getting the alternatives down to three.        
Railroad Crossing Discussion 52nd Street – Haven Township is in discussion with BNSF Railroad to reconfigure some crossings in Haven Township.  David Meyers explained what the Township has for a road order on this road.  No new update.   
Round Lake – No Wake- A Public Hearing was on April 8, 2010.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion at that meeting to table this issue till June 21, 2010 at the Haven Township monthly meeting at 8:00 p.m.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  There have been more letters and e-mails, for the file, from residents for the June Meeting. Chairman Eric Meyer proposed the following as a method of bringing this matter to conclusion.  The Sheriff’s Water Patrol of Sherburne County is willing to conduct a water safety class of 1 to 1 ½ hours that would be held in the neighborhood for the lake residents.  The date of the class was held on June 19, 2010 at 10:30 a.m.  Chairman Eric Meyer reported that there were 61 adults and 9 children who attended the Water Safety Short Course.  The motion was brought back to the table.  After hearing that the Water Safety Short Course brought a new outlook to the residents on the lakes and helped everyone understand the rules that were already in place by the Water Patrol Division, Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to move forward and not act on this issue and have this file be closed.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded that motion.  The motion carried.  Chairman Eric Meyer then let the residents make a statement if they wished.  The Board would listen to them but answer no questions.  Julie Busta thanked the board members for their attention to the Slow-No Wake / 5mph ordinance issue over the past two months, for their efforts to bring the matter to an amicable solution and for the opportunity to express our thoughts on the issue tonight.  In representing the proponents of the No Wake Ordinance, she read eight points they would like to make.  (Points are filed at Town Hall in folder).  Chris Johnston thanked the board members for tabling the motion.  He talked about his points of not pursuing the ordinance.  He had gotten 140 petitioners who felt the ordinance would be a violation of their rights and were dead-set against the ordinance proposal.  He also talked about the water safety meeting and total community input.  There were no more statements from the residents.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski went to the lake for a site visit on a Thursday afternoon about 2 p.m. to see what it was like.  She thanked Faith Johnston for the tour around the lakes and the history of the area.  She also talked about guidelines and procedures.   There were no more comments on this issue so the matter was closed.   
52nd  Street – No new update.        
55th Avenue / 65th Street – Supervisor Mark Knowles will contact B & G Excavating and have the upgrading on the dirt roads 55th Avenue and 65th Street completed this summer.   
Regulating town road right-of-ways / Installation of utilities Ordinances - David Meyers will have this for the next meeting.  

MS4 Permit – This is an ongoing process to set pollutant limits for drainage into the Elk River, which will likely affect the Township.  Haven Township must submit an annual report to the MPCA by June 30, 2010, detailing the Township’s activities during 2009 under its Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) permit.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann reported there was a Public Meeting at the Haven Township Hall for the Haven Township Storm Water Permit.  There were no comments.  The Board will now get everything else completed and send the report out by the deadline date.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingann reported that the MPCA report is completed and has been electronically submitted.  
High Voltage Resolution – David Meyers explained to the Board Members about the CapX2020.  The preferred Corridor was A – I 94.  He has a summary of the State of MN Office of Administrative Hearings for the Public Utilities Commission.  He will leave that at the Township Hall if anyone wants to read it.  The final decision is still to be announced.  David Meyers will let the Board Members know when he hears the results.    
UPDATED ITEMS
APO – Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann reported that Felix Schmiesing is the new Chairperson for the APO Board.  The dues for next year will go down another 10%.  He also has a copy of the Audit Report if anyone would like to see it.     
Zoning – None  
Airport Update –David Johnson reported that there will be an Air Show at the St. Cloud Airport featuring the Navy Blue Angels. This will be held this next weekend on June 26-27, 2010.  The realigning of the runway is about 5 years out yet.  They still need funding for this project.  
Roads – Supervisor Mark Knowles talked about 60th Avenue in Elk River Estates and 40th Street patchwork projects.  Sign inventory is in the process of being completed.  61st Avenue sign needs to be put up in Elk River Estates yet.  25mph sign needs to be replaced in Sherwood Shores.  Supervisor Mark Knowles is going to get some reflective vests for the contractors to use while working on the Township Roads.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Brian Dreesen – He is requesting a conditional use permit for a Highway Planned Unit Development (Auto, Truck, ATV, Boat & Trailer Sales).  Brian Dreesen addressed the board and talked about his plans for the property he purchased (Reed’s Equipment) at 3301 US Highway 10 SE, St. Cloud, MN  56304.  The plans for the property are to be used for wholesale car, truck, atv, boat and trailer sales.  There will be no repairs going on at this property.  At the site there is a main office / older office building / mini storage building which he plans to keep all of them there. There were no public comments. The board discussed more items with Brian Dreesen on this issue.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve the request with a positive comment adding these five conditions:  IUP Permit in PUD – Not a CUP; Driveway Access Easement and MN DOT Approval; Not a Resident Building; No Salvage Equipment on Site; and includes all Items on Application.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  
BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR
Dick Martinson addressed the board if there were any parking regulations for the township roads for the summer months on side streets with dead ends.    
BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
St. Cloud Annexation Meeting – David Meyers reported that they are still working with the City of St. Cloud for the Annexation Agreement.  The board talked about this issue and set up two special workshop meetings to address zoning concerns.  The first work session will be held on Tuesday, June 29, 2010 at 6 p.m. at the Haven Township Hall.  The second work session will be held on Tuesday, July 13, 1010 at 6 p.m. at the Haven Township Hall.  
Supervisor Randy Linn will do research on the boundary resolution agreement for the census and report back to the board.  He is also still exploring garbage issues.  
Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann talked about the up coming St. Cloud Urban Area Mississippi River Corridor Plan.  There will be a meeting to discuss the past, present and future of the river corridor.  A meeting will be held in Sauk Rapids on June 23, 2010 and a meeting will be held in St. Cloud on June 29, 2010.  Participants can visit the open house and comment on any or all of the six stations set up.  
Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski talked about the Busse Pit and her concerns of the restoration of the property.  Chairman Eric Meyer e-mailed Marc Schneider from the County several concerns the Township had in regards to the sale of the Knife River Operation to the City of St. Cloud.  The board went over Marc Schneider’s responses.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski wants to talk with Kathleen Haney on this issue also.  She will also try to attend a City Council Meeting to address these concerns Haven Township has about the Busse Pit to the City.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski will attend the summer training courses in St. Cloud.  Haven Township will host the Wednesday, July 21, 2010 Sherburne County MAT meeting at the Township Hall.  This meeting will start at 7:00 p.m. 
Chairman Eric Meyer asked Curt Thering to mow the Town Hall lawn before the Sheriff Department uses the facility this next weekend for the Air Show.  He also had Mike send the St. Cloud Airport an invoice for all the help the Township has done for the Air Show.
