Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to accept and approve the bills.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried
OLD BUSINESS
Town Hall Expansion - No new update.  
NorthStar Corridor – See New Business.

Environmental Assessment for County Road 7 – The purpose of the Environmental Assessment is to examine the Sherburne County Corridor between 12th Street SE (Del-Tone Road) and Sherburne County Road 3.  (CSAH 7 Alignment Alternatives) Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann reported that the committee has narrowed down to three different options of the route.  
Railroad Crossing Discussion 52nd Street – Haven Township is in discussion with BNSF Railroad to reconfigure some crossings in Haven Township.  The Board discussed the options for closing this railroad crossing.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will also talk with the farmers who use this road.  There will be more discussion on this issue at future board meetings.  
Regulating town road right-of-ways / Installation of utilities Ordinances – The Board Members will look over and discuss this issue next meeting.   

High Voltage Resolution – David Meyers explained to the Board Members about the CapX2020.  The preferred Corridor was A – I 94.  He has a summary of the State of MN Office of Administrative Hearings for the Public Utilities Commission.  He will leave that at the Township Hall if anyone wants to read it.  The final decision is still to be announced.  David Meyers will let the Board Members know when he hears the results.    
Brian Dreesen –Brian Dreesen came back to talk with the board about putting another storage building up and shortening the fence line.  After discussion on this Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to support this request of putting up another storage building and shortening the fence.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  The Board suggested to Brian Dreesen to talk with Sherburne County and tell them his plans of requesting or allowing him to build another storage building on the property and shorten the fence.   
UPDATED ITEMS

Airport Update – None
Roads – Supervisor Mark Knowles reported that there is 30 miles of Township Roads, there will be more tree trimming done yet this fall and he is working with Knife River for the final wear layer on 54th Street. The first phase of the sign inventory is completed.  He is also taking proposals for this year 2010 snow removal.     
NEW BUSINESS 
NorthStar Corridor – The NorthStar Corridor Development Authority (NCDA) will be submitting a “Small Starts” grant application to the federal government in October for $75 million to assist with the estimated $150 million of implementation costs to complete the NorthStar Corridor to St. Cloud.  After discussion of this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to approve and support the resolution for the NorthStar Phase 2 Extension from Big Lake to St. Cloud.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.   

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR
Gloria Plombon talked about Public Health Planning.  She asked the board if she should continue going to the meetings for this.  The Board said yes, if she had the time and wanted to go.  She will be attending a meeting Tuesday, September 21, 2010 from 2-4 p.m.  She also talked about how there are people who do not obey the street signs that are up in her area.  

Penny Weihrauch talked about the APO and having someone else fill in for Supervisor Randy Linn.  She also talked about the Planning Board for the Annexation Agreement.  She was wondering if there could be another citizen in tract 2 on the Planning Board Committee.  After discussion on that issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to have Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann and Penny Weihrauch appoint another citizen member in tract 2 to be on the Planning Board Committee.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann will also talk with Supervisor Randy Linn to see if wants to continue being on these extra committees.  
BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
St. Cloud Annexation Meeting – There was the special workshop meeting at the Township Hall on September 13, 2010.  The Board discussed Annexation issues (Draft 4).  The Board did appoint a Planning Board Committee to continue with the Annexation Agreement process.  This Planning Committee will meet every Monday in October, 2010 from 4-6 p.m. at the Haven Township Hall.  The Board Members will have Clerk Mike Zniewski post this. There will also be a Special Meeting for a Public Hearing Annexation Agreement for the Board of Haven Supervisors on September 27, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the St. Cloud City Council Chambers.    

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski will attend the Minnesota Association of Townships Meeting on Thursday, September 23, 2010 at the Ramsey Community College.  She also talked about having some dog complaints and she had questions on 60th Avenue.
