September 15, 2008

REGULAR BOARD MEETING
The Haven Town Board met at the Haven Town Hall on Monday, September 15, 2008.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Eric Meyer.  Members present: Eric Meyer, Jeff Schlingmann, Mark Knowles, Kathi Sims-Kosloski, Mike Zniewski, David Meyers and Tammy Schefers.     

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve the agenda.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

READING OF THE MINUTES
Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve the minutes with the correction of changing a separate fire district to a first responder coverage area.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.    

BUILDING PERMITS
There were six building permits.

SHERBURNE COUNTY SHERIFF REPORT
The Deputy Sheriff gave a report for July. There were 56 incidents.  In August there were 54 incidents.  The Sheriff spoke to the Board about a new Program that will be a free collection of old and unwanted prescription and over-the-counter medications.  He also shared the results of the Smart Survey (Speed Check) in River Haven.

The Board members discussed the bill from Knife River/MDU Resources.  Then Supervisor Kathi Sims Kosloski made a motion to pay the outstanding bills including the Knife River/MDU Resources bill after Jon Bogart approves it.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

No Mow Ditch Policy – Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski is still working on the “No Mow”. 

54th Street Bridge – This issue is still in discussion.

Rodney Kozak- Rodney Kozak takes care of  2.6 Acres of the Township property by planting corn in the field and irrigating it.  Rodney Kozak paid the Board $125.00 and signed the Lease Agreement.  Clerk Mike Zniewski will send a letter to Rodney Kozak and let him know when his lease is up every year.  

Fire Call- After discussion on the fire call from last month Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to send a bill to Alvin Ayers for the unattended fire on his property.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried. 

45th Street – The Board talked about 45th Street where a large truck drove out of a farmer’s field and damaged a shoulder on a township road.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to have David Meyers write a letter to the owner of the truck and bill them for the damage.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.       

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann talked about how the APO is in the process of updating the 2035 Plan.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to have Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann express to the APO that Haven Township would like the APO to consider using the Citizen’s Committee / Sherburne County Overlay map.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.    

Zoning – Brum C.U.P. still has no change it is at the County Level.  David Meyers talked with the Board about a Haven Township Road Design and Standards Ordinance and an Ordinance Regulating Town Road Right-of-Ways.  The Board Members will look over this and it will be discussed next month.  The Board also discussed the ordinance and regulations of dogs and other domestic animals.   

Airport Update – None

Roads – 54th Street is completed.  Chairman Eric Meyer talked about 10th Street Reconstruction.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to move further on this project and get bids.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.   

NEW BUSINESS 

Jay Vachal – Spoke with the board about how he would like to get a variance so he may add on an addition to an existing house he purchased in River Haven.  He is on the agenda at the County Board of Adjustments for October 9, 2008.  That is before our next Township regular meeting.  The Board gave him the option to have a special meeting and they could discuss it and give comment then.  Or Jay Vachal could go to the County Meeting with no comment from the Township.  Jay will keep the Board posted on what he wishes to do.    

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Lewis Stark was wondering how much money the Board spends on Bogart, Pederson & Associates, Inc.  He also shared that the County will do some of the stuff we need for no cost.  

Penny Weihrauch – Stated that there should be another alternate Board Member who attends the APO meetings so that there are three votes from Haven Township.  The meetings are the 4th Thursday of every month and they do not meet in June, July, November or December.  

Alvin Ayers – Talked with the Board about how he feels he should not have to pay for the unattended fire that was on his property.  The Board members suggested to Alvin Ayers to turn the $460.00 bill into his Insurance Company.  If the Insurance Company denies it, then bring the denial letter back to the Board and the Board will discuss it again.  Alvin Ayers also discussed field approaches with the Board Members.  

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
NorthStar Corridor – Lewis Stark filled in for Supervisor Mark Knowles.  They talked about setting the 2009 budget.  Maintenance is near completion in Big Lake.  MNDOT is still working on a park & ride for the St. Cloud area.     

Supervisor Mark Knowles talked about the Fire petition.  Gary Kiffmeyer has a petition signed by approximately 60 households on the SE side of St. Cloud to form a 1st responder coverage area in SE Haven Township for the purpose of contracting with Clear Lake Fire Department.  Supervisor Mark Knowles met with the Clear Lake Fire Department and the cost was pretty high.  It costs approximately $175.00 to run the 1st responder truck out on each call.  The fire chief will do more figuring.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will keep in contact with the Clear Lake Fire Chief and report back next month on this issue.

Supervisor Mark Knowles will have coat racks up at the Township Hall before the November Elections.  He will also look into how much exhaust fans will be for the bathrooms and insulation in the attic.  

Supervisor Mark Knowles talked about if anyone could mow the ditches for the township.  It was discussed and the person who mows should have a certificate of insurance coverage.  

The Board members talked about the three board posting sites if they are needed.  Yes, there has to be three sites around the township for public information to be posted.  David Meyers will look into this again to confirm the question.  

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski has a meeting on September 25, 2008 she will be attending in Anoka for MN Association of Townships. She will also attend a meeting in Alexandria.  She will not be able to attend the Haven Township November Regular Monthly Meeting.  

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski talked about having a Haven Township Meeting Reporting Form to fill out.  

Chairman Eric Meyer talked about crack sealing and the replacement of gravel that was taken off of 50th Avenue and 52nd Street.  

Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to appoint and approve the election judges for the upcoming general election on November 4, 2008.  They are as follows:  Penny Weihrauch, Mike Zniewski, Rose Martinson, Jean Paulsen, Pat Engen, Lynn Schneider, Melissa Ryan, Virginia Mezera and Diane Reed.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
