Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to pay the outstanding bills.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

Vesterra, LLC – No new updates.

No Mow Ditch Policy – The money for the project on 54th Street ditches has been encumbered and will be released when the project is on its way.  A site inspection will be done by the DNR.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski will keep us posted on this issue. 

54th Street Bridge - The Board talked about having the bridge open for the neighbors as a walk / bike / snowmobile & 4 wheeler bridge.  They also discussed having the Eagle Scouts for community work project paint the Bridge.  Six boulder rocks have been placed in front of the bridge.  

Elk River Estates 10th Street Reconstruction – There will be more repairs on this road in the 2009.  

Fire Petition: Gary Kiffmeyer has a petition signed by approximately 60 households on the SE side of St. Cloud to form a 1st responder coverage area in SE Haven Township for the purpose of contracting with Clear Lake Fire Department.  Supervisor Mark Knowles met with the Clear Lake Fire Department and the cost was pretty high.  It costs approximately $175.00 to run the 1st responder truck out on each call.  The Fire Department sent Supervisor Mark Knowles the minutes of the last Clear Lake Fire Meeting.  It stated what Haven Township would have to pay for service. This issue is still in discussion.

Water Study - Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann talked about a volunteer senior student at SCSU who wants to do a water study research project on mining in the water table.  He will contact her and keep the Board posted on what she researches.  

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – None

Zoning – None  

Airport Update – The Guard facility will be ready to be occupied in late February but no aircraft will be there until late spring or possibly later.  No open house dates yet.  The possibility of re-orienting the crosswind runway came up briefly, but only in the context of some possible changes to some of the existing hangars.  No mention of the relationship of that re-alignment to the proposed parallel runway.

NEW BUSINESS 

Tri-County Pallet – Tri-County Pallet & Crate received a Conditional Use Permit for a Non-Hazardous Waste Recycling Facility in November, 2007. The Board Members discussed the letters sent from the County to Bob Gerten regarding the screening of outside storage on his property in Teders Industrial Park.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to abide by the regular conditions set for this Conditional Use Permit and send the County a letter to enforce the ordinance of conditions that the Board approved.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Wayne Baumhofer – Asked the Board the status of Alan & Jolene Peters request for an interim use permit for an accessory building.  The Peter’s request will be on the agenda at the County Board Meeting on December 18, 2008.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann will attend that meeting at the County.  

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
NorthStar Corridor – They are still working on funding.

The Board discussed how Larry Haws and Taryl Clark wanted to meet with Haven Residents about Green Acres.  Clerk Mike Zniewski will check on dates with them. 

Filing opens from December 30, 2008 - January 13, 2009 till 5:00 p.m. for two Supervisor positions.   

Humane Society Contract – The Board talked about the Tri-County Humane Society Contract.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve and accept the Tri-County Humane Society Contract and add that we will not accept any cats included in the contract.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried. Chairman Eric Meyer will also check into Heavenly Paws to see what they have to offer.  

Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to have Clerk Mike Zniewski have the PERA Funds taken out electronically.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried. 

Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made the comment there will be no more Parks Commission Board.  It was turned over to the Public Works Department.  

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski gave her report on the MAT Legislative Issues, talked about the 2010 Census, filled out the Township Zoning survey (The Township was established in 1872) and told the Board about a Reducing Energy Costs in Local Government Workshop that will be held on January 22, 2009 at the St. Cloud Civic Center.  She also talked about shoreland usage and rules.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann will read the packet for that.  There is also a comment period if the Board wishes to comment on that issue.

Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve to have our annual audit done by KDV that will not exceed $4,950.00.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

The Board talked about exploring having the Clerk and Treasurer positions as two separate positions.  David Meyers will check into this option and report back to the Board next meeting.
