May 17, 2010
The Haven Town Board met at the Haven Town Hall on Monday, May 17, 2010.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Eric Meyer.  Members present: Eric Meyer, Jeff Schlingmann, Mark Knowles, Kathi Sims-Kosloski, Randy Linn, Mike Zniewski, David Meyers and Tammy Schefers. 

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to add under Old Business Airport Air Show Update, Clean-Up Day and Annexation Update.  Then he made a motion to approve the agenda.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
READING OF THE MINUTES
Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve the minutes.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

After discussion from the Board about the two Bogart, Pederson & Associates, Inc. bills (one for $1,800.00 and the other for $500.00) Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to remove the Bogart, Pederson & Associates, Inc. $500.00 invoice and accept and approve the other bills.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann will question Jon Bogart about the $500.00 invoice and report back to the board next month.  
OLD BUSINESS
Bazley, LLC (formerly Vesterra, LLC) – No new update.  
No Mow Ditch Policy – No new update.    
54th Street Bridge – No new update.     
Fire Petition - No new update.
Town Hall Expansion - No new update.  
NorthStar Corridor – The Resolution had passed.  Supervisor Mark Knowles talked about the NorthStar Line.  He also had some current NorthStar Fare Information and a map of the Route.  He will leave them on the counter at the Township Hall for people to take if they are interested.  

Environmental Assessment for County Road 7 – The purpose of the Environmental Assessment is to examine the Sherburne County Corridor between 12th Street SE (Del-Tone Road) and Sherburne County Road 3.  (CSAH 7 Alignment Alternatives) No new update.      
Railroad Crossing Discussion 52nd Street – Haven Township is in discussion with BNSF Railroad to reconfigure some crossings in Haven Township.  David Meyers explained what the Township has for a road order on this road.  After more discussion on this issue the board will invite the property owners along this road to the next Monthly Meeting to discuss what they would like to see happen to this road. Clerk Mike Zniewski will get the letter out to the property owners.   
Round Lake – No Wake- A Public Hearing was on April 8, 2010.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion at that meeting to table this issue till June 21, 2010 at the Haven Township monthly meeting at 8:00 p.m.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  There have been more letters and e-mails, for the file, from residents for the June Meeting.  
32nd Street – No new update.        
55th Avenue / 65th Street – Supervisor Mark Knowles will contact B & G Excavating and have the upgrading on the dirt roads 55th Avenue and 65th Street completed this summer.   
Regulating town road right-of-ways / Installation of utilities Ordinances - David Meyers will have this for the next meeting.  

MS4 Permit – This is an ongoing process to set pollutant limits for drainage into the Elk River, which will likely affect the Township.  Haven Township must submit an annual report to the MPCA by June 30, 2010, detailing the Township’s activities during 2009 under its Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) permit.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann reported there was a Public Meeting at the Haven Township Hall for the Haven Township Storm Water Permit.  There were no comments.  The Board will now get everything else completed and send the report out by the deadline date.   
High Voltage Resolution – David Meyers explained to the Board Members about the CapX2020.  The preferred Corridor was A – I 94.  He has a summary of the State of MN Office of Administrative Hearings for the Public Utilities Commission.  He will leave that at the Township Hall if anyone wants to read it.  The judge ruling will be the week of May 24, 2010.  
Clean-Up Day – The Clean-Up Day went well.  They did not let anyone take anything from the piles of junk.  This year they stopped the scavengers.  There were some useable items that could have been recycled to other organizations in need.  For the Future clean-ups they talked about putting a suggestion in the newsletter about thinking twice if your usable items could be donated to other charities or people in need before putting it on the Clean-Up Day for junk.  Supervisor Kathi Sims Kosloski asked about who is in charge at the clean-up day.  It was stated that the outside volunteers get it all set in place with the County and other vendors who may be involved to have the clean-up day at the Township Hall.  The volunteer Board Members will then run the clean-up on that day.      

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – The Executive Board approved the 2035 Plan.   
Zoning – Sherburne County Planning Advisory Commission met on April 15, 2010.  
Airport Update –There will be an Air Show this Year at the St. Cloud Airport. This will be held on June 26-27, 2010.  The show will be lead by the United States Navy Blue Angels.  Over 50,000 people are expected to attend this event each day.  The traffic in Haven Township will cause delays and some roads will be closed.  Chairman Eric Meyer will work with Bill Towle from the Airport to keep the Haven Resident aware of what will be happening. Bill Towle asked the board for permission to use the road approach driveway that is on the North side of the Township Hall to flush traffic in and out when needed.  After discussion on this issue the board preferred not to give permission to use the Township driveway.  They suggested that Bill Towle goes back to the owner of the property (Thomas Hammer) and Sherburne County to see if they can put the approach somewhere else in the field they are using for parking all these vehicles.  There will be an Airport meeting open to the public on May 19, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the St. Cloud City Hall for more information regarding the Air Show.    
Roads – Supervisor Mark Knowles talked about how much 60th Avenue (Elk River Estates) will cost them this year to do this project.  He feels that this road might have to be set aside till next year because of the Townships budget.  He also talked about 54th Street having the final overlay on this road and the patchwork that needs to be done on 40th Street and some other roads.  He also talked about upgrading the dirt roads 65th Street and 55th Avenue.  The Board will stick with maintenance of roads for this year.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Shafer Contracting Company, Inc.- Scott Spisak was representing the Shafer Contracting Company.  He explained to the Board that they would like a request for an interim use permit (IUP) for a portable asphalt and concrete mixing plant.  I.U.P. for MN/DOT TH 10 reconstruction (S.P. 7301-51) for a pavement recycling and portable concrete batch plant.  Scott Spisak stated that the project involves repaving the west bound lanes of T.H. 10 from Clear Lake to 15th Avenue in St. Cloud as well as the complete intersections at T.H. 24 and 15th Street.  The project begins June 1, 2010 and is scheduled for completion by November 15, 2010.  The subject property, a former driving range, (12th Street SE) located in an industrial zoned area, is currently vacant with no plans to reopen at this time.  After discussion with the board Chairman Eric Meyer opened comments up to the Public.  There were several people with concerns.  
Randy Larson stated that he is very concerned about the company using the well on the site.  He has property on the west of this site for his business and he has already had to put several wells in.  There is a big granite shelf in this area and it is very hard to find water.  He does not want to have to put another one in. 
Joe Braun wants to know what they are going to do to protect the ground water.  

Penny Weihrauch was concerned about the wells and her water also.  She also had concerns about the wetlands in that area and the dust, noise and beepers from the heavy equipment that will be operating.  The times of operation and working on weekends were also a concern of hers.  She feels this was poor planning and she expects the board to give negative comment on this request.  She is totally against it being at this site.  
Laura Ludwig also would like the board to give a negative comment on this request.  She is concerned about dust, noise and the wells in the area also.  She enjoys her wildlife at her home and does not want that disturbed either.  

Todd Eich asked if this was zoned in a residential area.  No, it is not, it is zoned in an industrial area.  

Joelynne Hanson the owner of the property made the comment that they can bring in water trucks so they do not have to use the well on the property.  They will and can control the dust with the water trucks.  The layout of the equipment will help on the noise that will be close to the road.  We don’t want to put anyone out of water.  

Public comment was then closed.  The Board asked Scott Spisak some more questions and talked about the conditions of the request.  After more discussion Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to send a neutral comment to the County on this request with these conditions: Bring in own water – one tanker-not well-protect area wells. A fix quieter backup alarms on equipment. Signage for 24 hour contact at entrance. Hours for the Cement Plant – 7 a.m. – 7 p.m. Monday – Friday (no more than 3 Saturdays) Crushing Plant hours – 7 a.m. - 6 p.m. Monday – Friday.  Protect Wet Land Protected – So end of property ensure dust control with water. Wet Stock. The County should also double check its ordinance.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Mark Knowles abstained. 
Lyle Ferkinhoff- He is requesting a 28’ variance from the right of way of 54th Street SE for a 24’x 30’ garage.  Required setback from the right of way is 67’ – Garage would be 39’ from the right of way.  He discussed this with the board.  The board talked about this and was wondering why he needed a variance request.  He is not in the Agriculture district he is in the wild-n-scenic.  There are no set backs in wild-n-scenic area.  There was one neighbor (Marty) who was there in support of Lyle Ferkinhoff and he had no problem with where he wanted to put his garage. After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to send positive comment to the County on this request with these conditions: Access Same Driveway, Building to match current home and why a variance is required – see enclosed ordinance pages.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.       

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
St. Cloud Annexation Meeting – David Meyers reported that they are still working with the City of St. Cloud for the Annexation Agreement.  He talked about staying with the existing map and talked about tract II.  David Meyers feels the board needs to give the City of St. Cloud some assurance that they do not want anymore residential development.   
Supervisor Randy Linn talked about some on site violations that the Sherburne County Planning and Zoning Administration addressed from two Haven Township resident properties.  
The Supervisors talked about having special hanging file folders in the file drawer for special projects and if a Board Member does time for a special project, they should fill out a separate time sheet for this. 

Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann talked about the National Parks Service Seminar, Land Use Regulations, Water Quality Manual and the Upper Mississippi River Bacteria TMDL Project.    

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski talked about the meeting they had with the neighbors on 60th Avenue for the road project.  She gave the board minutes of the meeting that Supervisor Mark Knowles and Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski had on April 26, 2010 and names of the people who it would affect.  There were also some land owners who would like a bid for their personal driveways.   
Chairman Eric Meyer talked about the Property the Township owns at 1344 30th Street SE, St. Cloud, MN 56304.  He asked Curt Thering if he would be interested in mowing that lot as well as the Haven Township Hall lot for the summer months.  Curt Thering said yes, and he will go check the lot out and see what he can do.  
The Supervisors discussed Charter Communications.  On 37th Street SE the Charter Communications utility line was too low or drooping too low for the Hurrle’s to travel underneath without incident with their farm machinery.  The Board will have Clerk Mike Zniewski send a letter to Charter Communications to let them know they need to have the utility line raised to State minimum height.
