The Haven Township annual meeting was held at the Haven Town Hall on Tuesday, March 12, 2002.  The meeting was called to order at 8:05 p.m. by Clerk Mike Zniewski.  All board members but David Johnson were present.  There were a total approximately of 48 people at the meeting.

SELECTION OF MODERATOR


Dick Martinson nominated Jane Korte as moderator for the meeting.  The nomination was seconded by Roger Plombon, and the motion carried.

MINUTES


The minutes of the 2001 Annual Meeting were read.  It was moved by Roger Plombon, seconded by Gloria Plombon, to accept the minutes.  The motion carried.

Mike Zniewski gave the clerk/treasurer's report.  It was moved by Roger Plombon and seconded by Steve Erickson to accept the clerk/treasurer's report, and the motion carried.

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR


Roger Plombon said that he supports the Wild and Scenic River Act.  He also asked if the Board could see about cleaning the ditch and shoulder out on 27th Street.


Penny Weihrauch asked what happened to the new Flag Pole and Sign for the Townhall Building.  The Board said that it was to much money to spend on that idea that was brought to them for the Sign.  The Board will look at other options for that project.



Joe Braun asked about the Military Facility the status on it.  The Board wrote a letter to the General.  LeRoy Pauley read it to the residents.  Penny Weihrauch recommended that the Board sends the letter to the Facility in Minneapolis to the General.  Joe Braun seconded the recommendation.  The motion carried.


A recommendation was made to the Board to contact someone to consider fixing, replacing the railroad crossing timbers on 42nd Street (Cty Rd 65).


Long Lake Public Access:  There were a lot of feelings on this subject.  Some of the concerns the residents brought up were:  The water is not deep enough to launch a boat, elevation, insurance, liability, parking. Will the Sheriff’s Department patrol this area?  Trash, DNR should be the ones to put it in, environmental of the lake, size of the lake, toilets.  Could the people who own the houses next to the access purchase the land?  Could the Haven Township residents who don’t live on the lake and want to use the access get a key?  Could the Tri-Lake Association type a letter up for the residents who want a key.  The non-lake property owners value the public resource that should be enough to improve the access to let everyone use it.  Greg O’Brian made a recommendation to the Board that they take no further action till they get the group back together with the Tri-Lake Association and continue the discussions that were started last year, with the terms that the decision would be made to limit the access to Haven Township Residents Only.  Alvin Ayers seconded the recommendation.  25 votes were for this and 9 opposed.  The recommendation passed. 

ADJOURN


It was moved by Greg O’Brian, seconded by Rob Larson, that the meeting be adjourned.  The motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:56 p.m.
