BUILDING ADDITION DISCUSSION


	Chairman LeRoy Pauley discussed for a possible addition onto the north side of the building.  The addition would extend 14’ to the north and the full length of the building to the east 44’.  At the north west corner of the present town hall would be an entrance into a newly created office area 14’ x 14’.  The remaining length of 30’ x 14’ would be unfinished and have a garage door on the east end and serve as a storage area for traffic signs, posts, etc...  At the north east corner of the present hall would be a double set of doors opening into the unfinished garage area.  The present north wall of the hall would remain in place.  Comments and questions were asked.  After talking about this issue Robert Larson made a motion that the Board can spend no more than $500.00 to look into exact costs and figures and bring it back to the annual meeting next year.  Jeff Skumautz seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

	Curt Thering asked about the progress of the Long Lake Public Access.  The board stated that they had a trial and it is in the judges hands now.  The board is waiting for the results.  





	Jane Korte reported on the wild-n-scenic.  The new plan is written and printed and has been passed by the central committee.  Rural will stay 1 per 4 along the river.  





	Chairman LeRoy Pauley stated that if there were any residents that wish to be on any certain committee, please tell the Deputy Clerk, Tammy Schefers and she will take your name and number and give it to the board.  





	The I-94/Hwy 10 Interchange was also talked about.
