The Haven Town Board met at the Haven Town Hall on Monday, August 16, 2010.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Eric Meyer.  Members present: Eric Meyer, Jeff Schlingmann, Mark Knowles, Kathi Sims-Kosloski, Randy Linn, Mike Zniewski, David Meyers and Tammy Schefers.  Tom Jovanovich was present for the Luth Gun Club C.U.P.  Approximately 100 public citizens attended the August 16, 2010 meeting.  At 9:36 p.m. Chairman Eric Meyer made a motion to adjourn and postpone continuing the meeting till Wednesday, August 18, 2010 at 7:30 p.m. at the Haven Township Hall.   The Haven Town Board met at the Haven Town Hall on Wednesday, August 18, 2010.  Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to reconvene the Monday, August 16, 2010 meeting.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  The meeting was continued at 7:30 p.m. by Chairman Eric Meyer.  Members present:  Eric Meyer, Jeff Schlingmann, Mark Knowles, Kathi Sims-Kosloski, Randy Linn, Mike Zniewski, and Tammy Schefers. Tom Jovanovich was present for the Luth Gun Club C.U.P.  Approximately 60 public citizens attended the August 18, 2010 meeting.

Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to accept and approve the bills.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  On August 18, 2010 Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to amend and accept the added claims for Penny Weihrauch, Rose Martinson and Frontier.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  
OLD BUSINESS

Town Hall Expansion - No new update.  
NorthStar Corridor – No new update.
Environmental Assessment for County Road 7 – The purpose of the Environmental Assessment is to examine the Sherburne County Corridor between 12th Street SE (Del-Tone Road) and Sherburne County Road 3.  (CSAH 7 Alignment Alternatives) Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann reported that the committee has narrowed down to three different options of the route.  The committee will have another public meeting on Tuesday, August 24, 2010 from 5:30 p.m. – 7:30 p.m. at the Haven Township Hall.          
Railroad Crossing Discussion 52nd Street – Haven Township is in discussion with BNSF Railroad to reconfigure some crossings in Haven Township.  David Meyers explained what the Township has for a road order on this road.  The Board discussed the options for closing this railroad crossing.  Larry & Renee Czech attended the meeting in concerns for this crossing being closed.  They stated that they would not like it to be closed and if it is they should have some compensation for it.  They purchased this property to have access to the Highway 10 intersection.  They feel the property will go down in value if this intersection closes.  They don’t want to be land locked.  Their main concerns were snow plowing, emergency situations, taxes and being land locked.  Wayne Brinkman also has property on this road.  He stated his concerns that he purchased this property for investment reasons.  He does not want to see the intersection closed.  He wants the Highway 10 access intersection to be left as is, open.  Other people use this road and intersection just besides the residents who live on the road.  The Board Members then discussed this issue some more and decided that they still have time to make a decision on what to do.  They will keep the residents on this road informed and will contact them again to talk more about the options for this road.       
52nd  Street – No new update.        
Regulating town road right-of-ways / Installation of utilities Ordinances – The Board Members will look over and discuss this issue next meeting.   

High Voltage Resolution – David Meyers explained to the Board Members about the CapX2020.  The preferred Corridor was A – I 94.  He has a summary of the State of MN Office of Administrative Hearings for the Public Utilities Commission.  He will leave that at the Township Hall if anyone wants to read it.  The final decision is still to be announced.  David Meyers will let the Board Members know when he hears the results.    
Brian Dreesen – He is requesting a conditional use permit for a Highway Planned Unit Development (Auto, Truck, ATV, Boat & Trailer Sales).  Brian Dreesen addressed the board and talked about his plans for the property he purchased (Reed’s Equipment) at 3301 US Highway 10 SE, St. Cloud, MN  56304.  The plans for the property are to be used for wholesale car, truck, ATV, boat and trailer sales.  There will be no repairs going on at this property.  At the site there is a main office / older office building / mini storage building which he plans to keep all of them there. There were no public comments. The board discussed more items with Brian Dreesen on this issue.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve the request with a positive comment adding these five conditions:  1. IUP Permit in PUD – Not a CUP 2. Driveway Access Easement and MN DOT Approval 3. Not a Resident Building 4. No Salvage Equipment on Site 

5. Includes all Items on Application.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  In-between the board meetings, the Board found out that there will be salvage items at this site so they revisited this request from Brian Dreesen.  The Board Members once again went through the conditions they came up with and then Chairman Eric Meyer asked for public comments. Gloria Plombon made the comment that this should not be able to go there.  She has seen this happen before and it gets out of control with salvage items.  It becomes a big eye sore and a junk yard.  There were no more public comments.  After more discussion Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to amend the board’s comments on this issue and add three more conditions with the other five.  They are: 6. Screen damage vehicle / units from the Highway View- 8’ steel fences – per drawing.  Install date no later than 12-31-2010.  7. Display of best view of damaged units.  Not to exceed 40.  8.  A development Agreement shall be entered with Haven Township with the above conditions prior to the Planning Commission Meeting.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann opposed.  After discussion on Wednesday, August 18, 2010 about the Development Agreement made by Haven Township and Brian Dreesen accepting it, Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to have Chairman Eric Meyer sign and approve the Brian Dreesen Developer Agreement.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS 
Luth Gun Club C.U.P. – Township Attorney David Meyers stepped out of the room and Tom Jovanovich took his place to be the Township Attorney for this issue tonight.  Randy Luth from Luth Unlimited, LLC spoke with the Board Members about his request for an Amendment to Existing Conditional Use Permit.  Randy Luth read a letter he had written this morning of his concerns and a summary of the business since he has owned it (2002).  He also made comments from the letter written from Marc Schneider from the Sherburne County Planning and Zoning Department.  Randy Luth also stated that he feels that everything is being delayed on purpose.  This has happened more than once and he is concerned that the delay tactics are to push his business out of the area and not be here for Central Minnesota.  It is Del-Tone/Luth Gun Range intent to continue to re-new and advance their policies and infrastructure.  They have contracted with the NRA to review the shooting range for added benefits to the Customers & Neighbors.  It is their intension, and has always been, to have a safe range.  The Club has held lots of competitions and has not been able to do so in the past few months.  They have lost lots of income.  Also the Club has lost lots of members due to not being able to shoot at this site.  The DNR uses the facility along with the Boy Scouts, 4-H, Law Enforcement Training Events and other Central Minnesota shooters.  Randy Luth stated in the Spirit of Saving the Gun Club, he hopes the Board will support the request of this C.U.P.  The Board Members then asked attorney Tom Jovanovich some questions about the State Statues and Performance Standards.  Igor Lenzner (Randy Luth’s Attorney) made some statements on how they will come into compliance.  He also talked about the NRA Range Guideline Source Book and State Statue 87A.  The Supervisors asked more questions to the Attorney’s and Randy Luth.  The permit is only dealing with the riffle range tonight.  Not the trap range.  Sherburne County Attorney, Kathleen Haney spoke with issues and the County concerns.  There has been no activity on bays 4, 5, and 6 since June 8, 2010.  Stuart Anderson is a professional NRA Consultant who did an inspection at the Del-Tone/Luth Gun Club.  The County is still waiting for the report to come back to them.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann asked about the question of stray bullets leaving the range.  Del-Tone/Luth Gun Club is concerned about safety at the shooting range.  Marc Schneider from Sherburne County Planning and Zoning spoke on some issues about meeting standards.  Chairman Eric Meyer asked two prior Supervisors some history of the Club.  LeRoy Pauley made the comment that for the years he has been on the board there have been no complaints about safety issues.  The safety record has been good in his experience.  Lewis Stark made the comment that when he was on the board it was a well run range and that the County and the Range have issues but we need to look at the safety issue part of this.  Lewis Stark then introduced Scott Anderson (Minneapolis Attorney) he has done zoning work for the State and he has clients that live around the shooting range area.   Scott Anderson spoke also about the State Statue 87A.08.  He talked about the issue of a Trap Shooting Range and a Riffle Range, it did not include hand guns, they were never permitted there.  He also stated that safety concerns need to be taken into consideration.  Then the Board listened to a safety story from Mark and Louise Neeser.  They live directly ½ mile North of the Riffle Range.  They built their home there in 1996.  They are not against guns and they have taken part in shooting sports programs.  Mark Neeser also had worked at the Del-Tone Gun Club.  They do not have a problem with the range being there, they just have a Safety Issue Concern.  Since 2004 they have had 12 stray bullets in the windows, siding and roof and on the property.  On May 7, 2010 Louise Neeser was struck with a bullet that broke her orbit in her eye in two places, tore her retina and has permanent blindness in part of the eye.  They found the bullet on the property where she got hit.  Mark and Louise live in fear with their three children.  Everyone in their family is greatly affected by this incident that happened.  In 2005 they have had broken windows.  In 2006 they came to the Haven Board and addressed Safety Issues.  The County was then going to enforce more safety but it never seemed to happen.  Having a range master on site at all times was suppose to be one of the conditions that were to be met and did not get followed through till Louise Neeser got hit with a stray bullet in 2010.  They live in fear and feel they are prisoners of their own home.  It seems to be a pattern with the County of ignoring the request of safety issues.  The Neeser’s feel they are the ones that take the brunt of that.  If any of the Board Members want to come to the Neeser’s home and see the bullet holes on the property they are welcome.  Louise showed pictures of herself with the damage from the bullet to her eye.  Safety Issues are their main concern. 
Chairman Eric Meyer asked for public comments on this issue.  

Sharon Widstrom lives in Deer Haven and made the comment that they reported a stray bullet found in their bedroom wall.  No one was home at the time and they are not in line with the gun club.  We did report it to the Sherburne County Sheriff.  Ours was a riffle bullet.   
Ken Neeser lives north of the Del-Tone / Luth gun club and he wants to make it clear that Safety should come first.  He wants safety for his family and the neighborhood.  They also shoot.  He feels 97% of the people that shoot at the range are safe shooters, but you get that certain percent that do not and this is what happens.  They also have holes in their roof from stray bullets.  What happened to Louise Neeser was unthinkable.  They want zero tolerance…… Safety is the Issue.  There is an investigation report from Sherburne County that the Board Members should all read.  The way to make this range safe is to have it totally covered so no stray bullets can get out of the area.  If the Board recommends a conditional use permit it goes on forever.  He asked the Board to please delay this till all the material is looked at.  We don’t want to shut down Randy Luth; we just want it to be safe.  

Jim from Rice, MN is a safety law enforcement firearms instructor for 40 years.  He is in favor of the Del-Tone/Luth Gun Club being there.  

David Vavess shoots pistol, shotguns and riffles and he would like to see the C.U.P. pass.  He stands behind Randy Luth and the gun range.  He is in favor of it.  

Mike Pesch lives in the Northwest corner of Deer Haven.  He has lived there for 18 years.  He says the hand gun shooting stands out the most for noise.  He has heard the whole clip being emptied at once, eight to ten rounds.  He will start recording his findings.  Del-Tone has no rapid fire shooting rules or standards.  What is no rapid fire shooting?  What is the level of enforcement of the rules?  
Bill Lianz would like to see the C.U.P. approved.  He is not a buddy of Randy Luth.  He also knows the Neeser family.  He uses the range for educational purposes.  He puts hundreds of kids through the DNR programs – There have always been Range masters there when he has been at the range.  It would be a shame to loose this gun range.  Safety is the number one main concern.  It is a crime for bullets going over the berms.  It should be regulated.  Video cameras could be installed at each bay.  They can make improvements and they could cover it so no stray bullets leave the property.  He feels that negotiating can be done to keep this range here for use in Central Minnesota.   
Duane Saggy had the question how do you know that the bullets are coming from the Del-Tone/Luth range for sure?
Dan Gill also has property north of the gun club.  He has found six bullet holes in his buildings there.  He doesn’t want to see the gun club go, he just wants it to be safe.  There should be no reason why it can’t be safe.  
Bob Nills wants to know where people will shoot if they close the range down.  It needs to be kept there.  What would be the alternative for shooters, in their backyards?
Bob Campbell has lived in Deer Haven for 19 years and he is against the C.U.P. request.  This is being rushed into.  Safety has to be the most concern and is a big issue.  The parties involved need to be slowed down and really looked at this safety issue.  It needs to be supervised at all times while shooters are there.  Don’t rush this.    

Pam Luth owner of Del-Tone/Luth Gun Club stated that she is really sorry this happened to the Neesers.  If this came from our range, I am very sorry.  She got the call on May 27th of what had happened.  She did not realize that all this danger was going on at the range.  She doesn’t know why it took so long to hear of the problems.  She apologized for what had happened.  She also apologized to the Township and Sherburne County for what had happened.  She has always felt that they could be open to speak with each other freely.  
Patrick Murphay was at the site when the NRA inspector was done with his inspection at the gun range.  I was the only person at the range last Tuesday.  It is very hard to decide where the rapid fire was coming from.  It was not at Del-Tone/Luth Gun Club.  

Igor Lenzner wanted to know that there is a range master on the site to view what is happening at all times.  

Lewis Stark wanted to let people know where this is located.  It is a ½ mile stretch on Benton County Road 8 where bullets have been found.  Starting from the Storage Buildings to the West.  

Randy Luth wanted to let everyone know that there have been improvements made to this range.  Six changes were made in 2004 and sent to the Neesers.  More changes were made in 2006.  In the past two years more improvements have been made.  NRA Sourcebook is what we go by and we have made more improvements that are not even in the NRA Sourcebook.  We will continue to make ongoing improvements to our range.  

Bob Coborn would like to know what is to the south of the City of St. Cloud shooting range.  

Penny Weihrauch lives on Del-Tone Road and lived there for 44 years.  She has gone to every zoning meeting that was for the time she has lived there.  They used the range back then and they use the range now.  It is safer now then it was back in the 1960’s.  The St. Cloud City shooting range has no trees around it.  They do have berms there also.  At the police range they shoot towards the sand prairie wetlands.  The sounds come from both shooting ranges.   The Del-Tone shooting range was grandfathered in.  There is a lot of swamp area and she has seen kids go shooting out there at times.  I hear shooting all around us even in the gravel pit.  

Tom Jovanovich wants to know if the Sherburne County did consider an Interim Use Permit for this.  

The County did address this and explained why it can not be an Interim Use Permit.  

Scott Anderson wanted to postpone this meeting also; all the information is not here to recommend approval on this issue.  The board needs to look at all the options before they make a decision.  People want the range; they just want it to be safe.  Let’s ensure both.

The public comment hearing was closed at 9:31 p.m.  

The Board talked more about what they need to see.  The Board wants to look over the NRA Report and the Sherburne County Sheriff’s investigation report.  Chairman Eric Meyer made the motion to adjourn at 9:36 p.m. and postpone continuing the meeting on Wednesday, August 18, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.  The motion carried.  
On Wednesday, August 18, 2010 Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to reconvene the meeting from Monday, August 16, 2010.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Tom Jovanovich went through the three documents of what the Board Members reviewed.  The Board reviewed the Sherburne County Sheriff’s Police Report, NRA Report (Stuart Anderson / A Professional Engineering Service) and the Sherburne County Planning Commission Comments.  Gary Leistico an attorney from Rinke Noonan (represents Randy Luth) spoke about the NRA standards and guidelines.  He said that the Del-Tone/Luth Gun Club will follow the NRA Guidelines to bring them into compliance.  He also spoke about the Sherburne County Conditions they are asking for.   The main goal is to make things work.  The Board Members discussed more.  Tim Sime Assistant Sherburne County Attorney spoke about the NRA Guidelines also and stated that Del-Tone Luth should contain the projectiles on the property.  There maybe alternate ways to do this but we need to know what they are.  The Board Members discussed more.  At 8:26 p.m. Chairman Eric Meyer then opened up Public Comment for only these three documents.  
Jim Bradshaw a Fire Arm Safety Director for children suggested that they should build up to the NRA standards.  They should come up with a plan, build it, comply with Stuart Anderson’s Report and it will be a done deal.  Local authority is very important.  

Ken Neeser stated that Safety is paramount, the most important.  There should be no bullets that leave that property.  They should have to follow all the conditions.  If there are any changes, they should have to come back to the board.  Keep it safe, the bullets need to be contained.  

Robert Michael feels that the bullets should not leave the range property.  The enforcement of the NRA guidelines should be used and the conditions from the County.

Bob Campbell lives in Deer Haven he questioned the hours of operation from 8:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m. and questioned why are they in such a big hurry to get this C.U.P. passed.  Take your time and really think about this.  You have the NRA Report, it has been paid for, it is from an expert, and the recommendations should be followed.   

Tim Sime stated that on the application from Randy Luth the hours were requested to be from 8:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.  
Ken Neeser made the comment those hours he should have commented on before.  He asked if they could be closed on Saturday afternoon/evening so they can sit outside and feel safe.  The noise should be considered.  
Randy Luth made the comment that state law allows normal shooting hours are 7:00 a.m. till dusk.  To close a gun range on a Saturday afternoon is not going to happen.  That is our busy day for shooters to come and visit the range.  
Pat Prom made the comment that there are five things required for a Conditional Use Permit.  He has not even complied and passed the five requirements.  The Board needs to look at that first.  No Conditional Use Permit should be approved especially if they can not follow the first five requirements.  
Bruce Reed lives on Del-Tone Road.  He has 50 acres.  He wants to make note that none of his cattle or horses have been shot.  They should have to go with the NRA Guidelines and follow that.  The noise is not a bother to him.  
Chairman Eric Meyer then closed the public comment at 8:49 p.m.  Tom Jovanovich made the comment that the Gun Club is a benefit to the area.  They have a good shooting range that provides training for lots of people.  The shooting range has to be safe.  Supervisor Mark Knowles talked about having annual inspections and should have a Certified Range Officer on the site at all times.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski brought up the five conditions of the Conditional Use Permit should be followed first.  She also spent some time at the Neeser’s home to see the bullet holes and there was definitely noise there.  Annual inspections are needed and we should keep the County recommendations.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made the comment that no one should have to worry about if you can sit out on your lawn chair in your yard and worry about getting shot.  He recommended that they follow the designed standards that were in the Stuart Andersons report.  We should also incorporate the County recommendations into ours.  Annual inspections are needed.  Certified Range Officer is needed.  Operation of hours should be from 8 a.m. till ½ hour before sunset.  The County’s eighteen points are fine.  Supervisor Randy Linn made the comment that as the reports state is what we need to follow.  NRA Standards should be followed.  I think that they can work with Stuart Anderson.   

Randy Luth then made the comment that he gets the feeling that he is being painted as a bad person.  That is the last thing he wants.  He does not want a lawsuit.  We take the Gun Club very seriously.  There are other shooters in the area, Prison Range and the City of St. Cloud Range.  We also want our range to be a safe and have felt it has been that.  We have made lots of improvements along the way since we purchased the property.  I just want everyone to understand that we are trying to make it a safe range.  

Lewis Stark made the comment that he just wants everyone to be aware that it is not safe to drive that stretch of ½ mile on Benton County Road 8.  There was more discussion from the board.  Then Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made the motion to have approval with a positive comment with the conditions read by Chairman Eric Meyer.  They are:

Haven Township Board recommends approval of the Luth Unlimited, LLC

1. The shooting range shall meet all requirements of MN State Statue 87A.01.-87A.08 and shall be designed to fully contain all shooting projectiles within the range. 

2. The shooting range shall operate pursuit to conditions 1-18 of Sherburne County Staff.

3. The shooting range shall operate pursuit to recommendations 1-7 of the Stuart Anderson Professional report dated 8-16-2010.

4. Haven Township request applicant agree to the additional conditions:  (Haven Township requires this of C.U.P’s in Township with history of complaints).

5. Exterior sign not less than 18” x 18” shall be installed at each driveway with the following information:  For complaints about Firearm operations please contact: Sherburne County Sheriff @ 1-800-43-5245, Owner Name: Address: Phone Contact:

6. Haven Township requests the County Zoning Staff and Sheriff forward any and all C.U.P / Firearm operations inspections and complaints to Haven Township Board.  Haven Board may call a meeting with applicant and Sherburne County Sheriff and Zoning staff to review.  Applicant agrees to attend the meeting and work with Haven Board to resolve questions.

7. The County Zoning Staff will inspect the Range on an annual basis.

8. Every three years expert in NRA performance standards to ensure full compliance with these standards.

9. Hours of operation Shall be 8:00 a.m. until dusk (1/2 hour before sunset)
Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  This issue for discussion ended at 9:25 p.m.

This meeting will be held on Monday, September 13, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at the Haven Township Hall.  Postcards will be mailed out to all the Township Residents.  Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve and purchase stamps for the postcards.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.    

Supervisor Mark Knowles reported that he will attend the Sherburne County Soil & Water open house.  He also asked if Supervisor Randy Linn could look into the going Green options for new siding/roof on the Township Hall. There may also be grant money the Township could apply for.   
Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski asked the board if we should look into inviting the Sauk Rapids Fire Department to the Township Hall to show all the residents the new emergency vehicle truck that has been purchased.  She will contact the Sauk Rapids Fire Chief to see if we can set up a tour of the truck for the October monthly meeting.
