OLD BUSINESS

Vesterra, LLC – No new updates.

No Mow Ditch Policy – No new updates.

54th Street Bridge – No new updates.    

Elk River Estates 10th Street Reconstruction – There will be more repairs on this road in the spring of 2009.  

Census 2010 – Chairman Eric Meyer asked Penny Weihrauch if she would read the packet sent to the Board and report back on this issue next month.

Fire Petition: Gary Kiffmeyer has a petition signed by approximately 60 households on the SE side of St. Cloud to form a 1st responder coverage area in SE Haven Township for the purpose of contracting with Clear Lake Fire Department.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will talk about this issue at the Annual Meeting on March 10, 2009.

IUP Knife River – There will be a Special Meeting held at the Coyote Moon & Grill on Monday, March 2, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. The purpose of this meeting is a Public Hearing for an IUP for Knife River, Gravel Pit Expansion Request. 

Tri-County Pallet – Tri-County Pallet & Crate received a Conditional Use Permit for a Non-Hazardous Waste Recycling Facility in November, 2007. The Board Members discussed the letters sent from the County to Bob Gerten regarding the screening of outside storage on his property in Teders Industrial Park.  Mr. Gerten apologized for missing the last meeting.  Mr. Gerten planted trees for a screen.  He had them professionally done to his best judgment.  The Board made the comment that Mr. Gerten is in violation with the original conditions on the Conditional Use Permit.  Mike Kilian owns a business also in the Teders Industrial Park and feels that the Board should give him some slack.  Times are tough now and it is hard to keep a business going.  We don’t want to loose him in the Industrial Park.  The Board asked Bob Gerten if he could move his pallets down to 12’ stacks instead of the 18’ stacks he currently has.  The Board wishes he would have more screening.  After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a recommendation for Bob Gerten to have a plan for compliance and come up with another solution within 30 days for his screening options.  He will then meet with the Board again at the February meeting with some options for compliance.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Bob Gerten returned to the board with two local fencing estimate options.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to send a letter to the County telling them that the Board will approve either fence option Bob Gerten presented to the Board tonight for an adequate 12’ screening on the property to cover the pallet sight.  The fencing must be engineered with the County.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Mark Knowles opposed.   

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – They are still working on budget issues.  The APO meets on Thursday, February 26, 2009.  

Zoning – There were no Planning or Board of Adjustment meetings for this month at the County Level. 

Airport Update – There are people in the Helicopter Facility now.  There will be an open house coming up.  The Blackhawk’s will be stationed here in the fall.  There is talk about having an air show next year.  There is also talk about realigning the runway.    

Roads – None

NEW BUSINESS 

Wells Fargo – David Meyers recommended to the Board Members that they should look into the funding that the Board has in Wells Fargo.  Being one of the banks listed in major trouble, it might be a good idea to move some of the funding to a different local bank.  Supervisor Randy Linn will look into this issue more with Clerk / Treasurer Mike Zniewski.  

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Scott Wickland – Is the land owner of the property in Teders Industrial Park that Bob Gerten rents for Tri-County Pallet.  He wanted to make sure it was clear to the board that there was someone from Sherburne County on the site when the trees were planted on his property and that the County preferred trees over a fence.  Scott Wickland also felt the word entirely was pretty strong.  We are in an Industrial Park Area.  He also told the Board that the major pallet companies in the Twin Cities Metro Area are all this way.  If anyone drives by these pallet facilities, you can see the pallets stacked up high there also. 

Jan Braun – Was wondering if the hours were to be changed by Knife River on the request of the IUP and if postcards or a mailing are going to be sent out to confirm the meeting. 

LeRoy Pauley – Was wondering if and why the upcoming budget levy was going to go up.  

Penny Weihrauch – Talked about how Larry Haws was going to fight for the District to be equal to the Federal. 

Jane Korte – Talked about the University Bridge Study.   

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
NorthStar Corridor – They are still working on funding to be on-line in ‘09.

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski was wondering who from the County Level is going to  attend the IUP for Knife River Meeting on March 2, 2009.
