October 19, 2009

The Haven Town Board met at the Haven Town Hall on Monday, October 19, 2009.  This Special Closed Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chairman Eric Meyer.  Members present: Eric Meyer, Jeff Schlingmann, Kathi Sims-Kosloski, Randy Linn, Mike Zniewski, David Meyers and Tammy Schefers.  The meeting was to discuss litigation that has been threatened against the Town.  After discussion on these issues Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried and the meeting was adjourned at 6:35 p.m.  

The Haven Town Board met at the Haven Town Hall on Monday, October 19, 2009.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Eric Meyer.  Members present: Eric Meyer, Jeff Schlingmann, Kathi Sims-Kosloski, Randy Linn, Mike Zniewski, David Meyers and Tammy Schefers.  

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to amend and approve the agenda by adding under old business Township Drainage Lot, 42nd Street Closing, Michel’s Permit, Township Building, Traffic Sign Inspection Inventory, Jon Bogart and Palmer Township Levy.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

READING OF THE MINUTES
Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve the minutes. Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

After the Board discussed with Jon Bogart the pricing for Knife River ($ 27,405.35) and Astech Corporation ($30,481.90) Chairman Eric Meyer made the motion to change the prices to Knife River ($25,519.60) and Astech ($ 28,828.30).  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Then Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to pay the outstanding bills with the amendment.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

Bazley, LLC (formerly Vesterra, LLC) – The Board got the go ahead to cut brush and trees at the railroad tracks on 32nd St SE for a better view and safety issues.  

No Mow Ditch Policy – No new update.

54th Street Bridge – No new update.  

Elk River Estates 10th Street Reconstruction – Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski and Supervisor Randy Linn created a grid that had more details on the damages that were done in this area.  The first paper was signed by the two Supervisors when they met with Eric Graning (Michel’s Communication).  Jon Bogart will put an itemize letter together and give it to Clerk Mike Zniewski stating the damages that Michel’s Communication has done in Elk River Estates. It was $440.00 in damage. A final inspection and final signature needs to be done yet when the job is completed in this area.  After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to have Michel’s Communication put another $1500.00 in escrow.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

Fire Petition: No new update.

Banking Report- The Township will start having electronic payments.  The Direct Deposit Agreement Forms need to be filled out by each employee who wishes to do so.    

Land Acquisition – 1344 30th Street SE is the address of the new lot Haven Township purchased.  It is off of County Road 8, which is part of the Killian Addition Drainage Easement.  The Township paid for this property from the Sterling Heights Fund.  The board will have someone clean up the lot to make it look nice.   

42nd Street SE- The gate is in and completed and the papers are signed by the land owners.  There has to be side delineators placed yet to avoid 4 wheelers.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to adopt and accept the Resolution 2009-10 for the Acceptance of Roadway 42nd Street SE.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried. 

Town Hall Expansion – The Board talked about adding on to the Township hall for a bigger meeting area.  Chairman Eric Meyer is working with Sheriff Joel Brott to see if the Sherburne County Sheriff’s Department would be interested in having a sub-station attached to the Haven Township Hall.  Sheriff Joel Brott likes the idea and will look into this option. After discussion on this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion that Supervisor Randy Linn looks into exploring this expansion and get a budget set and bring back his findings to the next meeting.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.    

Traffic Sign Inspection – Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski handed out and talked about having a traffic sign inspection sheet.  The township must have all the signs recorded by 2012.   

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – Next meeting is on Thursday, October 22, 2009.  They will discuss the 2035 plan and the District III 20 year plan.   

Zoning – None 

Airport Update – There has been some excessive Canadian Training at the Helicopter Facility.  If anyone would like to set up a town resident meeting for questions and tour at the Helicopter Facility the person to contact would be Paul Adamson (Warrant Officer) 651-282-4186.  The Airport is still working on the future construction of the new runway.   

Roads – None

NEW BUSINESS 

Melinda Rusin – Tom & Melinda Rusin are requesting a 25’ variance in setback from round lake for a 20’2” x 4’ addition on existing house.  Required setback from a natural environment lake is 150’.  The addition would be further from the lake than the existing structure.  Melinda and her builder explained to the board the expansion.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve the request with a positive comment and a condition would be that Melinda Rusin must have a written statement that the covenants are all met from the architectural committee.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  The Rusin’s will have their next meeting at the County Level on November 12, 2009.   

On-Site Reviews in Haven Township - Chairman Eric Meyer discussed with the board the recommendations/notes on rail safety reviews from BNSF in Haven Township for 52nd Street SE, 32nd Street SE and 45th Avenue.  After discussion on this the board has decided to invite all the residents who live on 52nd Street and 50th Avenue to the next board meeting (November 16, 2009) to discuss the rail crossing.  The board will also start working on 45th  Avenue (in front of the Town Hall) talk to the County to see what the options are for that becoming part of the County Road and discussed 32nd Street directing David Meyers to work on that road.   

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Dennis Lietha spoke with the Board about having the road blocked off next to the bridge.  His concern is that he would like the road mowed and graded yet this fall. There are trees that also need to be trimmed on the south side of the road. He stated that there are six people who own property next to the road and the road should be maintained.  It still is a public road.  He also would like the snow plow truck to plow the road in the winter.  Dennis Lietha said it is fine if the snow plow truck turns around in his farm driveway as long as the road gets plowed out.  He also asked the board if the rocks and barricades are going to be removed.  The board is waiting for the final inspection with the County on this issue.  Chairman Eric Meyer will talk with Supervisor Mark Knowles and see what they can do.  

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
NorthStar Corridor – The Park and Ride location is being worked on for the St. Cloud location.  Chairman Eric Meyer will check with the city on the dozen of culverts going on this site and the Storm Water that will be in that area.  

Environmental Assessment for County Road 7 – The purpose of the Environmental Assessment is to examine the Sherburne County Corridor between 12th Street SE (Del-Tone Road) and Sherburne County Road 3.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann is the main representative and David Johnson is the alternate representative for this committee.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann reported that the meetings are set and there are 15 people on the committee.  They discussed the rebuilding of the road and talked about the crosswind runway.  

The board discussed an ordinance regulating town road right-of-ways and an ordinance regarding installation of utilities.  

Supervisor Randy Linn had a dog problem.  He will give the information to Mike so he can keep track of all the dog problems.  

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski talked about pictures of waterfowl in the pit and people picking agates.  She asked when the next Fire Meeting with Sauk Rapids will be.  The Annual Meeting of the Association of Townships will be on Wednesday, October 21, 2009 at the Santiago Township Hall.   

Clerk/Treasurer Mike Zniewski talked with the board about a new computer for the office.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to give the clerk authority to get what he needs for the office computer set-up as long as it does not exceed $1,500.00.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

There will be a meeting with the city of St. Cloud on Tuesday, October 20, 2009.  They will discuss zoning issues and look at the town of Becker and the city of Becker.  

Bridge Levy- Clear Lake and Palmer Townships did not qualify to receive their 2010 road allotment.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Randy Linn made a motion to authorize the Sherburne County Auditor/Treasurer, to disburse the Township Road and Bridge Aid to the non-qualifying townships for the year of 2010.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.   

Clerk / Treasurer Position Split- The Board talked about having two separate positions.  This would help save the cost of an audit being done every year by KDV.  Clerk Mike Zniewski was fine with having the two positions split.  He would be interested and be willing to take on the Treasurer Position and have someone else fill in the Clerk Position.  If the Board wishes to do the split, there would no longer be a Deputy Clerk Position.  The Board then asked Deputy Clerk Tammy Schefers if she would be interested in the Clerk Position if they split the two positions.  She said she would give it some thought and report back with her decision next month.
