Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to pay the outstanding bills.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

CUP Vesterra, LLC – No new updates.   

Citizen Committee – The group met in January.  They discussed Planning Issues.  The next meeting will be on February 19, 2008.  The group will be taking applications to fill one vacancy spot on the committee.  Interested people should contact the Board Members or the Committee.  

Bogart, Pederson & Associates, Inc. – Jon Bogart explained to the Board the Preliminary Hydrologic Report of Township Storm Sewer Network at County Road 8 that his company prepared.  The purpose of the report was to document and analyze the existing storm sewer network owned and maintained by Haven Township which is located near County Road 8 in Section 13.  Specifically, this report includes an “as-built” survey of the storm sewer network, an analysis of the capacity of the system, and a summary of potential pollutant loadings at the point of outlet, which is adjacent to the Mississippi.  After discussion on this issue from the Board, Jon Bogart recommends that the storm water sewer is working now and this area should not be developed.  

No Mow Ditch Policy – There were interested additions in the Township that were for the No Mow Ditch Policy.  After discussion on this issue, the Board will have David Meyers work on an agreement policy for the interested residents who want the No Mow Ditch Policy. This will be discussed again at the February Meeting.       

Prom / Knife River Request – This was approved at the County Level.

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – They still have a lot of projects that they need funding for.  

Zoning – None

Airport Update – There was a meeting on January 24, 2008 at the Airport Terminal.  The purpose of the meeting was to meet and talk with local landowners whose property could potentially be acquired as it relates to the Airport’s Master Plan.  Bill Towle talked with the people and gave them a presentation on future Airport Development and the potential land needed for development as it relates to the Master Plan. Bill Towle showed maps of property the City would like to accumulate.  Bill Towle made it clear that if there were any interested people who would like to sell their property to come and talk to him. The City would like the St. Cloud Airport to be the second biggest Airport in Minnesota.  Bill Towle said the Helicopter Facility should be up and running in 2009.  The City is negotiating with the Bauerly’s to purchase the two properties’ they own next to the Airport.  There were approximately 85 people at the meeting.  

Road Update – The Board talked about a Road Inventory.  Bogart, Pederson & Associates, Inc. gave a proposal for Civil Engineering Services and Road Inventory Evaluation.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve $3,000.00 to have Jon Bogart work with the Board on the Road Inventory & Evaluation.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  This will include a road tour in April with the Board members to determine the functional classification of each Township Road as well as a map detailing each roads classification.  

NEW BUSINESS

Annexation Agreement - The City of St. Cloud would like to have a piece of property owned by Minnesota Department of Transportation annexed into the City Limits.  The property is a triangle shaped portion of land at the intersection of Highway 10 and Lincoln Avenue.  The site is intended to be used for parking and a possible future depot for the NorthStar Train.  The Land is in Tract 1 of our Annexation Agreement.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made the motion for David Meyers to move forward to prepare an annexation agreement for this piece of property to be annexed by the City.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  David Meyers will have this draft ready for the February Meeting.  

Greenwood Acres - Clint Bogard from Greenwood Acres talked with the Board Members about re-opening the 54th Street Bridge.  The neighborhood worked on four options for the Board to consider.  1. Completely re-open the bridge “as-is” to normal vehicular traffic with newly updated and revised weight restrictions to satisfy both the State and County engineers regarding the safe use and passage over the bridge “as-is” in it’s current condition. 2. Request a feasibility study and/or bid proposals to repair the bridge so it may be re-opened at an affordable price to the Township and meet minimum specified weight restrictions to deem the bridge safe to normal vehicular traffic as determined by State and/or County engineers. 3. To re-open the bridge “as-is” and pour concrete barriers wide enough to only allow recreational vehicles such as ATV’s, motorcycles, snowmobiles, bicycles, and pedestrian traffic. 4. To re-open the bridge “as-is” and pour concrete barriers wide enough to only allow recreational such as bicycles and pedestrian traffic.  The neighborhood and surrounding area citizens have signed a paper officially requesting the Township Board to take action and vote to pass one of the aforementioned options with the intent to re-open the 54th Street Bridge.  After comments and discussion on this issue the Board decided to table this issue and look into more options.  Chairman Eric Meyer and Mark Knowles will meet and talk with Brian Benson and Rhonda Lewis at the County Level on the concern of this issue and get back to the Board in February.

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
Hall Maintenance - Improvements are being worked on and are almost finished. Mark Knowles will still look into the in floor heating. There is an extra church pew that David Meyers will ask the Sherburne County Historical Society if they would like it.   

NorthStar Corridor – There is an existing NorthStar Bus System which travels from Elk River to the station in Minneapolis.  The triangle shaped portion of land at the intersection of Highway 10 and Lincoln Avenue in Haven Township is a possible site to be used for a parking so people can be bussed from St. Cloud to Big Lake then to Elk River to end up at the Minneapolis station.

- Board Audit will be held on February 25, 2008 at 6:00 p.m. at the Town Hall before the monthly meeting.    

- A Fire Meeting will be held at the Sauk Rapids Fire Hall on February 6, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. They will go over the Bi-Annual Fire Department Agreement.

- The Board talked about some dog complaints in the Kilian Addition.

- Elections will be held on Tuesday, March 11, 2008 for three Supervisor positions.

- There will be a Mining conference coming up in February, 2008 in St. Cloud. 

- MAT Legislative conference will be held on February 13th -14th, 2008 in St. Paul.

- Chairman Eric Meyer talked with the Board about a projector (white board) that could be used at the Town Hall for presentations.  The cost would be under $3,400.00.  The Board talked about the issue and Chairman Eric Meyer and Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski will get back to the Board at the February Meeting with more information on this. 

- The Board talked about having a more summary detailed consent agenda so that the residents who come to the meeting know what the Board approved.

- Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to appoint the Election Judges Rose Martinson, Ginny Mezera, Jean Paulson, Diane Reed, Penny Weihrauch and Mike Zniewski for the March 11, 2008 elections. Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  They will be using the scan ballots this year.
