The Board members discussed a bill from the City of Sauk Rapids for a fire call.  The bill was for $460.00.  The Board will hold off on paying that till next month.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to pay the outstanding bills.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  The Board Members discussed the bill from Jeff Rhodes.  Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to pay only $11,115.00 of the bill and discuss the rest with Jeff Rhodes.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

No Mow Ditch Policy – Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski is still working on the “No Mow”. She talked with Peter Schafer from Roadsides for Wildlife and he is all for the idea.  He has helped her with lots of information.  September 5, 2008 Peter Schafer will be in St. Cloud and will meet with Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski to look at and review 54th Street for the No Mow ditches.  The Board should fill out the Grant Form that was given to them. 

54th Street Bridge – This issue is still in discussion.

The Board Members discussed the Fire Call Procedures and Policy.  

Rodney Kozak- Rodney Kozak takes care of approximately 2 ½ Acres of the Township property by planting corn in the field and irrigating it.  It was talked by the Board members that there should be a Farm Land Lease with Rodney Kozak to proceed doing this year after year.  David Meyers prepared a document and returned with it to the Board.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to have the Farm Land Lease with Rodney Kozak every year.  Rodney Kozak will pay $125.00 per year to Lease the Township property.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  In December every year the Clerk will notify the Kazaks’ about the Lease.

Roads – 54th Street is almost completed and two speed humps will also be constructed in the road to keep the traffic from speeding.   

NEW BUSINESS 

Appert’s – Michael Bastien spoke for Tim Appert.  Appert’s is requesting a 21’ variance in height to construct a 44’ high building addition on the East side of the building with a 12’ high equipment enclosure on a portion of the roof (Variance to section 10 SUBD 5.5 of the Sherburne County Zoning Ordinance) (Maximum height is 35’ for a Commercial Building).  After discussion on this issue, and having such a short notice of this request, Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to send a No Comment on to the County.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Penny Weihrauch – She asked the Board to call Sherburne County on a vacant building next to her.  (Golf Range)  The County (Marc Schneider) sent the property owner a Potential Zoning Violation letter.  

Alvin Ayers – Talked to the Board about Wind Turbans and about crack filling on 44th Avenue. 

Dick Martinson – Talked about having the Board look into unlicensed vehicles at 3540 14th Avenue SE.  This resident has a lot of stuff on the property that should be looked into.  Supervisor Randy Linn will talk with the County on this issue to do an onsite inspection.        

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
NorthStar Corridor – The transportation bill was passed and the Clear Lake bypass has been put on hold approximately for the next 10 years.   

Supervisor Mark Knowles talked about the Fire petition.  Gary Kiffmeyer has a petition signed by approximately 60 households on the SE side of St. Cloud to form a first Responder  coverage area in SE Haven Township for the purpose of contracting with Clear Lake Fire Department.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will meet with the Clear Lake Fire Department on September 10, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. to propose this option to them.  He will discuss the results of this issue at the September meeting. 

Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann reported on the Mississippi River Connection.  This is a group that is conducting a series of workshops open to the public to learn more about the Mississippi River.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann will continue to monitor this group and report back to the Town Board.   

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski gave a report that she attended the MATT Training Conference.  Clerk, Mike Zniewski will send the County Assessor a written notification that Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski is now certified for the Board of Equalization. 

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski finished organizing the top two drawers in the file cabinet at the Town Hall Office and will continue next summer with the rest of the file cabinets. Clerk Mike Zniewski will look into the proper way to dispose of the unwanted papers that were included in the files.  

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski noted that there are pot holes that need to be looked at on 10th Street SE and 60th Avenue SE.  

Chairman Eric Meyer talked about the damage of the township road on 45th Avenue.  There were trucks in the field and when they came out the trucks tore up the township road.  Chairman Eric Meyer will look into billing the truck company on this issue.  

The Board talked about CURA (Center for Urban and Regional Affairs).  There is a written Application Information form for the University of Minnesota Community Growth Options Program that was handed to the Board Members for review. 

Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to appoint and approve the election judges for the upcoming election.  They are as follows:  Penny Weihrauch, Mike Zniewski, Rose Martinson, Jean Paulsen, Pat Engen, Lynn Schneider, Betty Johnson, Melissa Ryan, Virginia Mezera and Diane Reed.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
