Land Acquisition – The Board Members discussed purchasing some property in Kilian Addition to prevent the road and other land from being flooded.  After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to authorize $25,000.00 to purchase this lot.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Chairman Eric Meyer will present the offer to see if the Township can buy this lot.   

Township Hall Rental- Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski talked about liability of the use of the Town Hall Building.  The Board discussed adopting a Rental Application for the Haven Township Hall, Haven Township Hall Rental Policy and Volunteer Service Statement & Agreement.  David Meyers will look over these items and come back to the Board next month with a report.  

42nd Street SE- Brian, Jeff and Scott Buettner talked with the Board Members about 42nd Street SE.  They requested permission to place a gate at the entry of 42nd Street SE.  People have been using this road as a dump site for couches, tires and other debris.  The Board members discussed creating a Cartway for this road.  After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to invite the Buettner and the Hurrle families to the next meeting to discuss establishing a cartway on 42nd Street SE.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Airport Update – David Johnson had a written report that the proposed airshow for 2010 is still being considered.  This airshow is a private venture that would be held at the St. Cloud Airport.  The promoter is Regent Broadcasting, and the City is cooperating with them.    

Roads – Supervisor Mark Knowles received a quote from B & G Excavating for 32nd Street and 37th Street upgrades.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to have B & G Excavating put 2 inches of recycled concrete on 37th Street for a total of $ 5,328.00.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Then Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to have B & G Excavating put 1 inch of recycled tar on 32nd Street for a total material price of $5,060.00.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  There are also some street signs down in the Township that Supervisor Mark Knowles will look into and have Jeff Rhodes fix.
