APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve the agenda.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve the minutes. Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS

Vesterra, LLC – No new update.

No Mow Ditch Policy – No new update.

54th Street Bridge – No new update. 

Elk River Estates 10th Street Reconstruction – Chairman Eric Meyer and Supervisor Mark Knowles met with Jon Bogart and got an estimate on this project. The Board reviewed the paper work that was given to them.   

Fire Petition: No new update.

Tri-County Pallet – No new update.

Banking Report- This is still in discussion.  The Township wants to have electronic payments.  

Land Acquisition – This is still in discussion.  The Board Members discussed purchasing some property in Kilian Addition to prevent the road and other land from being flooded.  After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to authorize $25,000.00 to purchase this lot.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Chairman Eric Meyer will present the offer to see if the Township can buy this lot.   

Township Hall Rental- The Board discussed adopting a Rental Application for the Haven Township Hall, Haven Township Hall Rental Policy and Volunteer Service Statement & Agreement.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to have the Haven Township Hall only be rented out to Haven Township Residents.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.      

42nd Street SE- Brian, Jeff and Scott Buettner talked with the Board Members about 42nd Street SE.  They requested permission to place a gate at the entry of 42nd Street SE.  People have been using this road as a dump site for couches, tires and other debris.  The Board members discussed creating a Cartway for this road.  After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to invite the Buettner and the Hurrle families to the next meeting to discuss establishing a cartway on 42nd Street SE.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Brian Buettner talked again with the Board Members.  Larry Hurrle could not attend the meeting.  The Board discussed having two gates placed at the end of 42nd Street SE and a fence put in the ditches from tree line to tree line.  The only people who would have keys to the gates would be the Haven Township Board, The Buettner Family, and the Hurrle Family.  Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion for the Board to move forward on this issue and have David Meyers get the paperwork ready so the Buettner’s and the Hurrle’s can sign it.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  The Board will try to get this done as soon as possible. 

Interim Use Permit - Alan Peters is in violation, not in compliance of his Interim Use Permit (IUP) for a Home Business in an Accessory Building.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann will contact Jon Sevald from the County and talk with him.  One of the conditions that the Town Board requested was that there will be no more putting fill on his property without Township or County approval first.               

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann talked about Transportation Programs, High Speed Rail, Federal Funding, the University Bridge and the 2035 Plan that is being updated.

Roads – Supervisor Mark Knowles said that 32nd Street SE and 37th Street SE will begin process as soon as it rains to soften up the road so it will be easier to work with.  Supervisor Mark Knowles also asked the farmers to shut-off the irrigation ends so that the water will not hit 37th Street SE.  

NEW BUSINESS 

Mumm Ironworks – A possible subdivision of Lot 1, Block 3 in Teders Industrial Park.  Cory Mumm was not in attendance for the meeting and the Board Members had questions for him.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to table this issue till next month.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
