BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR
Sylvia Valley had concerns about the snow plowing that was done on 35th Avenue SE.

Jim Rugg stated that the snow plowing was done well in his area.  

The Board Members suggested that if there are concerns on the snow plowing, please call someone on the board at that time so the issue can taken care of. 

Contracted Labor County - The Board had talked to the residents about hiring a full time person at the County Level to help the Township out on legal and zoning issues. 

Donation to the Historical Society – After discussion on this issue Fred Bengtson made a motion to donate $500.00 to the Historical Society for this year.  Jane Korte seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

Donation to the Clearwater Great River Regional Library – After discussion on this issue Alvin Ayers made a motion that the request of $1,000.00 to be donated to the Great River Regional Library (Clearwater Branch) be denied.  Bob Larson seconded the motion.  The questioned was called and the motion failed.  Sue Meyer then made a new motion that the request of $1,000.00 should be donated to the Great River Regional Library (Clearwater Branch) for this year.  Jane Korte seconded this motion.  The motion carried. 

Sue Meyer thanked Supervisor LeRoy Pauley for his 30 years of service to the Haven Township.  There was a nice article in the Becker Citizen Paper on Supervisor LeRoy Pauley and Township Government.

Supervisor LeRoy Pauley gave a speech thanking everyone he has worked with throughout the 30 years.  

Fire Department - The question was asked why the Clear Lake / Palmer Fire Department will not be servicing any of Haven Township.  The Board had a special meeting on January 16, 2007 for the Board Members and the Township Residents.  At that meeting there were many people there who thought the boundary lines were not correctly defined and were against having the New Clear Lake / Palmer Fire District.  There was a motion made at that meeting to rescind the motion that was made at the December 18, 2006 meeting.  The issue was then put aside for now, but could be reviewed again after the Palmer Station is up and running, or new boundary lines are made on the southern end of the Township.
