Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to pay the outstanding bills.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

Vesterra, LLC – No new update.

No Mow Ditch Policy – No new update.

54th Street Bridge – The Board discussed the closing of the Bridge.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to pass the Resolution 2009-201 to close the 54th Street Bridge.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will get the big boulder rocks lined up; get the proper signs needed and the reflective barriers.   

Elk River Estates 10th Street Reconstruction – Chairman Eric Meyer reported on the 10th Street quote from Jon Bogart. There will be three separate stages in this project.  There will be no speed humps.  The Board is waiting now for the quotes.  The deadline for the quotes are August 4, 2009 by 5:00 p.m. This project should be completed by the end of this year.  

Fire Petition: No new update.

Tri-County Pallet – No new update.

Mumm Iron Works – No new update.

Banking Report- The Township wants to have electronic payments and this is still being worked on.  

Land Acquisition – This is still in discussion.   

Township Hall Rental- The Board members discussed adopting a Rental Application for the Haven Township Hall.  They want to keep the fee $25.00, have only Haven Residents use the facility, and maybe have an online calendar and an application form to fill out.  David Meyers will work on this and report back to the Board next month.   

42nd Street SE- Brian, Jeff and Scott Buettner talked with the Board Members about 42nd Street SE.  They requested permission to place a gate at the entry of 42nd Street SE.  People have been using this road as a dump site for couches, tires and other debris.  The Board members discussed creating a Cartway for this road.  After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to invite the Buettner and the Hurrle families to the next meeting to discuss establishing a cartway on 42nd Street SE.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Brian Buettner talked again with the Board Members.  Larry Hurrle could not attend the meeting.  The Board discussed having two gates placed at the end of 42nd Street SE and a fence put in the ditches from tree line to tree line.  The only people who would have keys to the gates would be the Haven Township Board, The Buettner Family, the Hurrle Family, the Fire Department and the Sherburne County Sheriff’s Department.  David Meyers got the paperwork ready so the Buettner’s and the Hurrle’s can sign it.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to pass the resolution 2009-200 to close a road.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will go to the Buettner family and the Hurrle’s to have them sign the papers.

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
NorthStar Corridor – They are still working on funding to be on-line in ’09.  The next meeting will be in August.   

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski reported that she went to a training course.  She has Roadsides to Wildlife Signs that will be placed in our Township.  She also stated that if anyone has problems with obnoxious weeds to call Marc Schneider at the County he is the weed inspector. There is a National Convention in Washington on September 9, 10, 11, 2009.  There is also a State Convention in Rochester on November 19, 20, 21, 2009.  The Region Meeting is on September 24, 2009. Any of the Supervisors are welcome to go to these meetings.  She will not be able to attend them.  

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski and some residents who attended tonight’s meeting stated that the Knife River / Busse & Stark Pit has been very noisy, dusty and not following the guidelines set for them.  After discussion on this issue Chairman Eric Meyer made the comment that the Board will send a letter to Sherburne County and Knife River with the concern of this pit and following the guidelines set for them.       

Supervisor Mark Knowles did some checking out on Loren Simmons and his Auto Repair Shop.  (Excessive Tires brought to the Haven Clean-up Day) He does have a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) issued from the County.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will call Loren Simmons to let him know that he may not bring that many tires to clean-up day again. 

Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made the comment that there are a few dead trees in River Haven that need to be taken care of.  They can be taken down now or this winter would be fine.  He also has an article that he would like to put in the Newsletter about people who bike and walk and dog control.  He also attended the Short Course that is for the Board of Equalization Training.   

Supervisor Randy Linn made the comment that he attended the Short Course that was for the Board of Equalization Training.  

Safety Meeting- Chairmann Eric Meyer went through the Area Work Place Accident & Injury Reduction Act.  This is done by our Township once a year.  The regular scheduled July Board Meeting addresses the A.W.A.I.R. Safety Program Review.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion that Chairman Eric Meyer be appointed the Haven Township Safety Director and has a meeting with the proper people who will be involved with this issue.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
