Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion accept and approve the bills.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS
Environmental Assessment for County Road 7 – The purpose of the Environmental Assessment is to examine the Sherburne County Corridor between 12th Street SE (Del-Tone Road) and Sherburne County Road 3.  (CSAH 7 Alignment Alternatives) No new update.  
Railroad Crossing Discussion 52nd Street – Haven Township is in discussion with BNSF Railroad to reconfigure some crossings in Haven Township.  The Board members had a meeting with Rick VanWagner (MN/DOT).  They discussed the railroad crossing options. The Board is waiting for a letter that Rick VanWagner will send to them when he gets the Boards questions answered.  The Board needs to have a plan of what they wish to do by October, 2011.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will get paperwork from David Meyers that will be needed for the neighbors on 32nd Street SE.  The Board will work to see if they can get a road order for this road by October, 2011.   
Regulating town road right-of-ways / Installation of utilities Ordinances – Supervisor Mark Knowles asked if this can be taken care of so it can be off the old business.  The board will put it on the next agenda.  
Approve Planning & Zoning Interim Ordinance – The Board will talk about establishing a Board of Adjustments and a Planning Commission for Tract 1 & Tract 2. 
UPDATED ITEMS
APO – There is a meeting on Thursday, March 24, 2011.  Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion that Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski will take over the Supervisor Assignment for Supervisor Randy Linn for the APO position.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  The Supervisors who will be on the APO Committee Assignment will be Chairman Jeff Schlingmann and Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski.  Penny Weihrauch is the citizen representative for the committee. 
Zoning – None  
Airport Update – None
Roads – Laura Light asked about Sherwood Shores West (36th Avenue).  The water is running over the road and making it a mess in her yard.  The road needs major improvements.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will look into County Funding to help solve this road problem.  This road will be on the priority plan for this year projects.  Another road that needs improvements this year is in Elk River Estates (60th Avenue).   

NEW BUSINESS 
IUP Request – Kings Express – Dennis McCormick talked with the Board on his request for an interim use permit for a contractor’s yard for a trucking operation including a shop and dispatch.  The location is in Teders Industrial Park (3690 30th St SE).  Dennis McCormick has his business currently in St. Joseph, MN and is looking for a larger piece of property for his business.  The Board discussed the road, water, wetland, fuel tanks, warehousing, employees, and hours of operation.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to give positive comment for this request with these conditions: That truck washing and other water waste is contained on site and disposed of properly. The road needs to be a 10 ton township road, soil boring, and a road agreement must be signed with the township.  Parking should be as far south as workable.  Flammable traps must be inspected and working.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.    
Variance Request – Septic Setback from Round Lake- Pete Mitchell spoke with the board on his requesting a 50’ variance in setback from Round Lake for a septic system.  Required setback from a natural environment lake is 150’ – septic system will be 100’ from the OHWL of Round Lake.  The board talked about when his septic was put in last (7 years ago), and how it has failed.  They also talked about the township road right-of-way, different options and a holding tank.  Pete Mitchell said he has been working with Marc Schneider from the County.  The Board suggested that he talks with Joe St. Dennis also at the County Level.  The Board discussed the subsurface sewage treatment system program that the County has.  After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion with positive comment to accept the application for the variance as long as it complies with the new County Subsurface Sewage Treatment System Water Rules and he gets a right-of-way license if needed with the Township.  Supervisor Mike Pesch seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
