APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve the agenda.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

READING OF THE MINUTES
Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve the minutes.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to pay the outstanding bills.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

CUP Vesterra, LLC – No new updates.   

No Mow Ditch Policy – Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski is working on this project and will report more on this issue at the next meeting.

54th Street Bridge – This issue is still in discussion.

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – The Board talked about still being members of this.  This will be talked about at the next meeting.  

Zoning –The final notes on the Haven Town Planning / Comprehensive Plan are completed.  Chairman Eric Meyer, Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann and David Meyers will meet with Nancy Riddle to discuss this on June 25, 2008. 

Airport Update – Dave Johnson reported that 6 Blackhawk helicopters and 4-6 Chinooks are to be at the Airport site in January, 2009.  The hours of operation are from 9:30 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.  Before the helicopters are at the Airport site, they hope to have a meeting with the surrounding neighbors who will be affected by this.    

Roads – None

NEW BUSINESS 

Amcon Block & Precast – David Pederson asked the Board for a C.U.P. (Conditional Use Permit) request on PID 25-006-2125.  Mr. Pederson would like to place 12,000 cubic yards of fill north of County Road 17 and just east of the house located at 2150 12th Street SE.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to approve this request with a positive comment as long as it is filled in with good quality fill to upgrade the land.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

Robert & Marilyn Obermiller – Mr. & Mrs. Obermiller talked with the Board to request a 34’ variance in setback from Round Lake to replace an existing septic system.  The required setback from a Natural Environment Lake is 150’.  The system would be 116’ from the OHWL of the Lake.  Robert Obermiller stated that it is just the drianfield that needs to be replaced. After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve the request with a positive comment.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

MD Mechanical, Inc. – Mike & Diane Brum talked with the Board about requesting a C.U.P. (Conditional Use Permit) for a home business in an accessory building for a plumbing and heating contracting business.  The business is located in the Agricultural Zone.  This is a homestead, with a building that previously had been used for horses.  The horse barns were converted to a large scale commercial plumbing operation without the knowledge or approval of the Township or County.  A visual inspection was done by Chairman Eric Meyer, Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann and David Meyers. Mike & Diane Brum made the comment that they want to retire and sell the business in the next two to five years.  They have 40 field employees that report to the jobsite, not at the home business. After listening to the request by the Brum’s, it was open for public comment.  James Rugg made the comment that for 18 years he had a personal business at his house, and it can be done, as long as it is a clean operation. Clyde Lewandowski is opposed to this operation.  Julie & Steve Binczik are the closest neighbors, and they feel that the traffic has not changed and they are fine with the business there.  Nancy Lackia feels the request does not meet the property.  There are six to eight cars there plus delivery trucks.  This is a commercial business.  It should not be operating out of their home.  She feels they do not pay commercial business fees and it detracts for the value of her property.  Ron Lloyd made the comment he did not realize there was a business operation going on there at all.  He has no problem with it there.  Dave & Lori Roggenkamp made the comment this is a property rights issue.  They feel there should be no reason they should be denied the request.  The Brums are private property owners.  The Roggenkamp’s support them.  Joe Braun made the comment that there should have been building code requirements for this.  There were no more comments from the public.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made the comment that the Brums get permits for their business all the time, why didn’t they think they needed one for their own business.  After the Board Members discussed this issue further, Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann then made a motion to deny and send a negative comment for the C.U.P. (Conditional Use Permit) request based on the Findings that were presented from David Meyers.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.   The Brum’s have a County Hearing on Thursday, June 19, 2008.  The neighbors were encouraged to attend that Hearing also.                      

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Gary Kiffmeyer – Has a petition signed by approximately 60 households on the SE side of St. Cloud to form a separate fire district in SE Haven Township for the purpose of contracting with Clear Lake Fire Department.  More will be discussed at the next meeting on this issue. 

Penny Weihrauch – The recertification for the election judges will have training in the next couple of months (local).  Penny Weihrauch and Mike Zniewski will take the training course in Elk River. 

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
NorthStar Corridor – Supervisor Mark Knowles made the comment to support the bus lines now for the NorthStar Corridor.  

It was talked about having a ballpark put back in the 2 ½ acres at the Town Hall.  

Board of Equalization Training - Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to authorize the Supervisors to attend the Board of Equalization Training in St. Cloud on July 18, 2008, or the Training in Walker on July 31, 2008.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
