Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to accept and approve the bills.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.   
OLD BUSINESS
Bazley, LLC (formerly Vesterra, LLC) – No new update.  
No Mow Ditch Policy – No new update.    
54th Street Bridge – No new update.     
Elk River Estates 10th Street Reconstruction – Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski report that the restoration project is complete with Michel’s Communication.  Supervisor Randy Linn and Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski signed off on the permit for completion.   Clerk Mike Zniewski will send a reminder letter to any utility companies (that do work in the Township) stating that they need to come before the Haven Township Board before any digging or installation is allowed in our Township ditches.    
Fire Petition - No new update.
Town Hall Expansion - No new update.  
NorthStar Corridor – Supervisor Mark Knowles talked about Amendment No. 2 / To Joint Powers Agreement Establishing the NorthStar Corridor Development Authority. After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to pass and adopt this Amendment No. 2 / To Joint Powers Agreement Establishing the NorthStar Corridor Development Authority.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.        
Environmental Assessment for County Road 7 – The purpose of the Environmental Assessment is to examine the Sherburne County Corridor between 12th Street SE (Del-Tone Road) and Sherburne County Road 3.  (CSAH 7 Alignment Alternatives) No new update.      
Railroad Crossing Discussion 52nd Street – Haven Township is in discussion with BNSF Railroad to reconfigure some crossings in Haven Township.  David Meyers is continuing research on the road order for this road.     
Round Lake – No Wake- A Public Hearing was on April 8, 2010.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion at that meeting to table this issue till the June 21, 2010 monthly meeting at 8:00 p.m.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  David Meyers talked about the letter sent from John Greer. (Attorney hired by the Mitchell’s).  Mr. Greer has asked the Town Board to provide some information to him.  The Township Board has agreed to provide the information he is asking for.  David Meyers will get this all together and send it to John Greer.  
32nd Street – No new update.        
55th Avenue / 65th Street – The upgrading on the dirt roads 55th Avenue and 65th Street will be done in the spring.  
Regulating town road right-of-ways / Installation of utilities Ordinances - David Meyers will have this for the next meeting.  

MS4 Permit – This is an ongoing process to set pollutant limits for drainage into the Elk River, which will likely affect the Township.  Haven Township must submit an annual report to the MPCA by June 30, 2010, detailing the Township’s activities during 2009 under its Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) permit.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann did enter into a contract with Bogart, Peterson to do this mapping of our Township.  The map is completed.  On Saturday, April 24, 2010 at 11 a.m. there will be a Public Meeting at the Haven Township Hall for the Haven Township Storm Water Permit.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann will create a checklist for each year.  The Board Members will also inspect the culverts and keep the map updated every year on the Road Tour.   
High Voltage Resolution – David Meyers explained to the Board Members about the CapX2020.  The preferred Corridor was A – I 94.  He has a summary of the State of MN Office of Administrative Hearings for the Public Utilities Commission.  He will leave that at the Township Hall if anyone wants to read it.  
Hammer License Agreement – The board discussed about having a License Agreement with Thomas & Penny Hammer.  The Hammer’s have requested permission from Haven to use the Haven Township field access.  This is fine with the Board as long as they agree to the License Agreement and sign it.  David Meyers will contact the Hammer’s and report back to the board. 
UPDATED ITEMS
APO – The Executive Board approved the 2035 Plan.   
Zoning – Sherburne County Planning Advisory Commission met on April 15, 2010.  
Airport Update –There will be an Air Show this Year at the St. Cloud Airport. This will be held on June 26-27, 2010.  The show will be lead by the United States Navy Blue Angels.  Over 50,000 people are expected to attend this event each day.  The traffic in Haven Township will cause delays and some roads will be closed.  Chairman Eric Meyer will work with Bill Towle from the Airport to keep the Haven Resident aware of what will be happening. There will be mailings sent out to the residents in June.   Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski questioned Elk River Estates roads being closed at the time of the Air Show.  She and others in that neighborhood would like to see the roads closed to the public the time of the Air Show.  She will contact Bill Towle and Captain Steve Duran at Sherburne County and talk to them about Elk River Estates Area.    
Roads – The Annual Road Tour is set for Saturday, April 24, 2010.  Chairman Eric Meyer, Supervisor Mark Knowles and Jeff Rhodes will be taking the tour this year.  They will make a note to look at 40th Street (Kozak Road).  Supervisor Mark Knowles said that Jeff Rhodes is working on sweeping the roads/intersections from the sand & salt this past winter.  Supervisor Mark Knowles is also working on the reflectivity for the signs and all 911 signs must be replaced.  He will check with M & R Sign Company.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will meet with Jon Bogart to talk about Elk River Estates 60th Avenue to see if they can make the cult-a-sac smaller before resurfacing this area.    Supervisor Mark Knowles will talk with Hammer, Ayers, and Valley to see if they are willing to have a snow burm in the fields next year to prevent drifting on certain roads.

St. Cloud Annexation Meeting – No New Update.
The Local Board of Equalization for Haven Township was held on Monday, April 12, 2010.  There were five residents with concerns.  
Sherburne County has been working with FEMA and the MN DNR to update and digitalize our Flood Insurance Rate Maps.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski and Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann attended a public meeting on this National Flood Insurance Program.  They were lots of people who attended this from the surrounding areas.  

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski will attend the Sherburne County Association of Townships Meeting.  It will be held at the Livonia Town Hall in Zimmerman on April 21, 2010.  
MAT Urban Short Course will be held on April 22, 2010.  
The Board Members talked about the Property the Township owns at 1344 30th Street SE, St. Cloud, MN 56304.  They will pay the property taxes for this piece of property out of the Sterling Heights Fund. 
The Board talked about the Farm Land Lease with Rodney A. Kozak.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to approve Rodney A. Kozak to rent the 2.5 Acres of Township Property for $125.00 for one year.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.    
Clean-up Day is set for Saturday, May 8, 2010 at the Haven Township Hall.  The Boy Scouts will be at the Town Hall from 11:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. to monitor the site after the clean-up time is done.  
The Board talked about “The Partnership”.  There will be a special meeting concerning developing and implementing a regional Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy for the counties of Benton, Sherburne, Stearns and Wright.  It will be held on April 20, 2010 from 6-8 p.m. at the St. Cloud Public Library.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann will attend this meeting.
