OLD BUSINESS

Vesterra, LLC – No new updates.

No Mow Ditch Policy – No new updates.

54th Street Bridge – The Board discussed having the Eagle Scouts do some community work project around the Bridge.   

Elk River Estates 10th Street Reconstruction – There will be more repairs on this road in the spring of 2009.  

Fire Petition: Gary Kiffmeyer has a petition signed by approximately 60 households on the SE side of St. Cloud to form a 1st responder coverage area in SE Haven Township for the purpose of contracting with Clear Lake Fire Department.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will talk with Gary Kiffmeyer and have the 60 households come and talk with the Board at the February Meeting.  Supervisor Mark Knowles also suggested that the Board consider writing a letter to the Clear Lake Fire Department and offer them a flat annual fee to service this area.  

Water Study - Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann talked about a volunteer senior student at SCSU who wants to do a water study research project on mining in the water table.  He will contact her and keep the Board posted on what she researches. 

Town Hall Building Valuation – After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve and accept the Resolution # 2009-01 (A Resolution Approving Agreed Value Coverage).  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Then Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to approve and accept the Resolution # 2009-02 (A Resolution Approving Replacement Cost Coverage).  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.      

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – The APO meets on Thursday, January 29, 2009.  

Zoning – Peter’s IUP was approved and MD Mechanical was approved at the County Level.

NEW BUSINESS 

Tri-County Pallet – Tri-County Pallet & Crate received a Conditional Use Permit for a Non-Hazardous Waste Recycling Facility in November, 2007. The Board Members discussed the letters sent from the County to Bob Gerten regarding the screening of outside storage on his property in Teders Industrial Park.  Mr. Gerten apologized for missing the last meeting.  Mr. Gerten planted trees for a screen.  He had them professionally done to his best judgment.  The Board made the comment that Mr. Gerten is in violation with the original conditions on the Conditional Use Permit.  Mike Kilian owns a business also in the Teder’s Industrial Park and feels that the Board should give him some slack.  Times are tough now and it is hard to keep a business going.  We don’t want to loose him in the Industrial Park.  The Board asked Bob Gerten if he could move his pallets down to 12’ stacks instead of the 18’ stacks he currently has.  The Board wishes he would have more screening.  After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a recommendation for Bob Gerten to have a plan for compliance and come up with another solution within 30 days for his screening options.  He will then meet with the Board again at the February meeting with some options for compliance.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried. 

Del-Tone Luth Gun Club – Randy Luth owner of the Del-Tone Luth Gun Club asked the Board for the approval to renew the liquor license for the Gun Club. After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a recommendation to go forward with the approval of the liquor license renewal for 2009 at the Del-Tone Luth Gun Club and have Randy Luth post a rule for all to see stating that it is not acceptable to be drinking and being on the firing line.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Mark Knowles opposed.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski opposed. 

Township Farm Land Rental – The Board talked about sending a letter out to Rodney Kozak to renew the Farm Land Rental for the year 2009.  Clerk Mike Zniewski will send a letter to Rodney Kozak stating he needs to come and renew his lease with the Township Board and pay his annual fee.

Knife River has sent the Township Board a new packet on the Busse Pit expansion.  They would like to meet with the Board for a special meeting and have the public involved in this issue.  Clerk Mike Zniewski will keep in touch with Knife River to set up a date to meet and let the Board Members know when it is.  This special meeting will be posted. 

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Bill Collins owner of Interstate Truck Driving School talked with the Board about renting or purchasing the Reed property on Hwy 10.  He would like to start a truck driving school in that location.  His schooling is a 160 hour course training program for people who want to get into the Over the Road Truck Driving Business. Mr. Collins wanted to get the Board’s opinion on this first before he contacts the County.  Bill Collins will get a packet of information ready and talk with the County and then come back to the Town Board for another meeting.   

LeRoy Pauley was wondering if the Board was going to send out a letter to all the residents about the Fire Response.  He also made the comment that High Bred poplars are a tree that Tri-County Pallet could plant for a screening of the pallets.  He feels that Del-Tone Gun Club is a safe place.  He has heard instructions given to people before they go to the shooting line.     

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
NorthStar Corridor – They are still working on funding.

MN Pollution Control Agency Renewal – Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion for Chairman Eric Meyer to fill out on-line the Annual Report for the MN Pollution Control Agency (Storm Water) with Rinke Noonan Attorneys at Law.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.   

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski gave her report on the MAT meeting.  She was wondering when the Sauk Rapids Fire Department meets with the Township and when the Annual Township Clean-up Day is.  Clean-up Day is set for May 2, 2009.  She also thought the Board should invite Nancy Riddle from the County to talk with the Board about Aggregate Changes at the February or March Monthly Meeting.  

The Supervisors talked about changing the key code to the building.

Election Judges – Chairman Eric Meyer made a motion to approve and appoint the Election Judges for the March 10, 2009 election.  They are as follows:  Mike Zniewski, Penny Weihrauch, Rose Martinson, Jean Paulson, Virginia Mezera and Diane Reed.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to set the public accuracy test for the ballot machine on February 23, 2009 at 5:00 p.m.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
