NEW BUSINESS

C.U.P – Jeff Groth from Central Appliance Recyclers was at the meeting to talk with the Board to request a conditional use permit for recycling of non-hazardous materials (Appliances & Electronics) and occasional recycling collection events at the site. Nancy Riddle at the County Level was at the meeting also to talk about the permit.  Jeff Groth wants to have a 2 day Electronic Recycling event open to the public.  It will be held on April 11th & 12th, 2008.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann is not in favor of the special event having a C.U.P.  Temporary Events should have some other way like a license or something else than a C.U.P.  Doug Lien works with the solid waste department and is in favor of the recycle 2 day event.  After discussion on this issue, Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to recommend approval on this C.U.P for the business part, with the conditions that Jeff Groth has to have the recycle area screened from view, hours of operation are from 8 a.m. – 9 p.m. Monday – Sunday, 15 employees at the site, MPCA operates license is needed and the business is in compliance with the solid waste ordinance.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Then Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve that Jeff Groth can have the Electronic Recycling Event for two days.  If Jeff Groth from Central Appliance Recyclers wishes to do this every year, he must have a pre-event meeting with the County and MNDOT (for traffic issues).  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann opposed, for he does not feel this special event should get a C.U.P.  The motion carried.   

C.U.P – Road Rite, LLC – Tim Roberts talked with the board about purchasing the Walker,LLC property in Teders Addition and is asking for a C.U.P. for Commercial Sales.  Road Rite has been operating since 2002.  The company operates along three Business Lines: Wholesale, Retail and Leasing.  The Board discussed the difference between a P.U.D. (Planned Unit Development) and C.U.P. (Conditional Use Permit).
The Board talked about conditions for Road Rite, LLC.  After discussion on this issue, Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to move for positive comment for a P.U.D. with these conditions: 

- They must keep the internal access to Teders Addition.  

- The driveway off the Township Road remains gravel unless amended.

- Twenty retail trucks at the location.

- All trucks are clean and DOT certified.

- Eight to Ten Employees. 

- If the ownership changes, it requires being revisited.

- They must maintain the current apron to the Township Road.


- They must maintain green space along the Township Road and leave the trees.

- The display trucks must stay behind the road right-of-way.

- Only 7 display trucks may be out-front of the building at one time.

- Hours of operation are 8:30 a.m. – 5:30 p.m. (Monday – Friday)

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

C.U.P. – Tom Machula talked with the Board on his request to amend C.U.P. #35518 & #15025 – issued to Machula / Amcon Block – to allow gravel mining into the water table on approximately ten acres in the existing gravel pit. The Board talked about Tom Machula requesting # 18 being amended so he can have wet mining permitted at his site. Jan Braun had the concerns of contaminating any wells that are near.  Joe Braun has concerns that there will be run-off from the pit into the Elk River or near by creeks.  There were concerns about the Airport safety zone.  Amcon Block or Tom Machula has not heard any neighbors complain. Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski stated that she went to a workshop and said water tables are a big concern that are coming up in the future.  After discussion on this issue, Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to have positive comment for Tom Muchula to amend # 18 on the Current C.U.P. and have under water mining at the site.  Chairman Eric Meyer called for a second.  Motion dies for lack of a second.  Then after more discussion, Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to send this forward to the County with No Comment.  Haven Township based the no comment on the Boards limited knowledge of the effects of mining in the water table.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  Supervisor Mark Knowles opposed.  The motion carried.  

Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to set the gopher bounty for 2008 at $1.50 per pair of front gopher feet.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to Designate Official Depositories for the Township Funds for the year 2008 as Wells Fargo Bank Minnesota NA Checking and Wells Fargo Money Market Brokerage and CD’s.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve Electronics Funds Transfer for Payroll Taxes to the IRS from Checking Account.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to Designate Official Publication Paper for Legal’s the Citizen Paper of Becker, MN and three posting locations at the Town Hall / County Road 3 & 65th Avenue / County Road 8 & 42nd Street.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
