MINUTES OF THE HAVEN TOWN BOARD MEETING

September 21, 2009

The Haven Town Board met at the Haven Town Hall on Monday, September 21, 2009.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Eric Meyer.  Members present: Eric Meyer, Jeff Schlingmann, Mark Knowles, Kathi Sims-Kosloski, Randy Linn, Mike Zniewski, David Meyers and Tammy Schefers.  

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve the agenda.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

READING OF THE MINUTES
Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve the minutes. Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to pay the outstanding bills with amending them by taking off Bogart, Pederson & Associates Inc. for the amount of $3,575.00 until next month.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

Vesterra, LLC – No new update.

No Mow Ditch Policy – Supervisor Mark Knowles reported that on 54th Street the Roadside Wildlife Program wants to start seeding in the late fall.  

54th Street Bridge –Supervisor Mark Knowles got a reasonable quote from B & G Excavating to place the big boulder rocks at the bridge and move the current boulder rocks to the west end of the dirt road by the bridge and place them in a row.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will also get the proper signs needed and the reflective barriers.  When this job is complete Supervisor Mark Knowles will contact Sherburne County to have them inspect the work that was done. The work should be completed this next week. 

Elk River Estates 10th Street Reconstruction –Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski reported that Michels Communications (out of Buffalo, MN) is working for Charter Communications placing new lines in the Elk River Estates Area.  They are making a mess of things.  The Board discussed this and Michels Communications will be asked by Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski to stop what they are doing until they talk with the Board and have maps and show the Board the Plans for this area.  Clerk Mike Zniewski will contact Charter Communications and discuss the application for permit for installing utilities.  The Board has an ordinance for this (99-100).  The bid for the final road work job on 10th Street reconstruction was awarded to Knife River.  Astech Corporation was awarded the seal coating after the road work is completed.  Eric Graning was at this meeting to discuss the Charter Communication work being done in Elk River Estates.  He apologized for all the confusion that has been taking place. He stated that he did get the Benton and Sherburne County permits needed but didn’t realize he needed a Haven Township permit also.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski read a letter that she had wrote that summarized what has been happening in this area.  The board members also talked about ordinance regarding installation of utilities or place other improvements on township property or within road right-of-ways and an ordinance regulating town road right-of-ways and the application for permit needed to install utilities, construction or for placing obstruction on Township right-of-way or other Township property.  Jan Braun felt that nobody even wants this service in the neighborhood.  Ron Gainey also stated his feelings of not wanting the service in the area.  There are 48 households in this area. After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion that the Board will adopt the ordinance and approve the permit application that is needed.  Also a $500.00 deposit is needed from Eric Graning.  Then Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski and Supervisor Randy Linn will go with Eric Graining to the Elk River Estates residents that have had issues on their properties and within reason fix the problems that were caused.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Eric Graning agreed to the motion and then wrote out a check for $500.00 and gave it to Clerk Mike Zniewski. 

Fire Petition: The Mayor, Bill Kiffmeyer of Clear Lake will look into this issue and talk with the Clear Lake Fire Department and report back to Supervisor Mark Knowles.  

Tri-County Pallet – No new update.

Banking Report- The Township will start having electronic payments.  The Direct Deposit Agreement Forms need to be filled out by each employee who wishes to do so.    

Land Acquisition – This is still in discussion.   

45th Street – The Board discussed Haven Township 45th Avenue becoming part of the Sherburne County Road 65. 

Township Hall Rental- The Board members discussed adopting a Rental Application for the Haven Township Hall.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to adopt the Haven Township Hall Use Policy and the Application for the use of the Haven Township Town Hall.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

42nd Street SE- Brian, Jeff and Scott Buettner talked with the Board Members about 42nd Street SE.  They requested permission to place a gate at the entry of 42nd Street SE.  People have been using this road as a dump site for couches, tires and other debris.  The Board members discussed creating a Cartway for this road.  After more discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to invite the Buettner and the Hurrle families to the next meeting to discuss establishing a cartway on 42nd Street SE.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Brian Buettner talked again with the Board Members.  Larry Hurrle could not attend the meeting.  The Board discussed having two gates placed at the end of 42nd Street SE and a fence put in the ditches from tree line to tree line.  The only people who would have keys to the gates would be the Haven Township Board, The Buettner Family, and the Hurrle Family.  David Meyers got the paperwork ready so the Buettner’s and the Hurrle’s can sign it.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to pass the resolution 2009-200 to close a road.  Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will go to the Buettner family and the Hurrle’s to have them sign the papers.  The Hurrle’s and Buettner’s signed the paperwork.  Supervisor Mark Knowles got a reasonable quote from B & G Excavating to place the gate and posts in on 42nd Street SE to close off the road.  This will be done in the next week.  

Rod & Sharon Meyer – In October, 2007 Rod & Sharon Meyer were granted a license by the Town Board to construct a boat house in a Town drainage easement.  Paragraph D-9 states that the license would expire if the boat house construction was not completed by August 31, 2008.  The boat house is not constructed and Chairman Eric Meyer has received a complaint about a silt fence.  The Meyer’s talked with the Board about this issue.  After discussion on this Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to change D-9 in the license to state this license will expire and become null and void if the construction of the boat house is not completed by September 30, 2010.  Rod & Sharon Meyer must pay a $250.00 fee to the Clerk Mike Zniewski and then the Township will file this and contact the Sherburne County on the change.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.       

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – Talked about 2035 Plan and a New State Rail Plan Meeting will be held on October 6, 2009 from 5 p.m. – 7 p.m. at the Hwy 15 State Building.  

Zoning – None 

Airport Update – None

Roads – Supervisor Mark Knowles will work with Jeff Rhodes on 60th Avenue to fill the pot holes.  He will also work on moving the posting board to 42nd Street (east side) and sign work needed in additions.  He checked on sign reflectivity and that was fine for now.  The mowing is almost completed for all the Township Roads. 

NEW BUSINESS 

Round Lake Ordinance – This is a proposed ordinance regulating the surface use of Round Lake (DNR Lake ID # 71-0167), waterway/channel between Round Lake and Long Lake and culvert between Round Lake and Pickerel Lake. The Board talked about this Round Lake being located entirely within the boundaries of Haven Township to promote its fullest use and enjoyment.  To insure safety for persons and property in connection with the use of the lake, to harmonize and integrate the varying uses and to promote the general health, safety and welfare of the persons using Round Lake in Haven Township.  After discussion on this issue the Board decided to hold a public hearing next month on October 19, 2009 at 7:30 p.m. at the Haven Township Hall.  Clerk Mike Zniewski will post this in the Becker Citizen and have a mailing put out to all the residents who live around the lakes.  

Environmental Assessment for County Road 7 – Cathryn Hanson (Transportation Planner/Project Manager of the APO) sent a letter stating that there will be an upcoming Environmental Assessment that the St. Cloud Area Planning Organization, City of St. Cloud and Sherburne County will be kicking off this fall.  The purpose of the Environmental Assessment is to examine the Sherburne County Corridor between 12th Street SE  (Del-Tone Road) and Sherburne County Road 3; primarily due to the needs of the St. Cloud Regional Airport’s expansion and crosswind runway alignment needs.  The study will be funded by the APO, providing the federal portion, while the City of St. Cloud and Sherburne County are sharing the local costs associated with the project.  If the Township is interested they would like to have an individual who will represent Haven Township on the committee.  After discussion on this issue Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion that Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann is the main representative and David Johnson is the alternate representative for this committee.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.    The meetings will be tentatively scheduled for one Tuesday each month as needed, from 10:00 a.m. – 11:30 a.m. held in St. Cloud. 

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Penny Weihrauch talked about Transportation, NorthStar Corridor and Air flights being cut down. 

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
NorthStar Corridor – They are still working on funding to be on-line in ’09.  The Park and Ride location is being worked on for the St. Cloud location. 

Chairman Eric Meyer talked about barking dogs.  After discussion on this issue he will work with Deputy Clerk Tammy Schefers to make a dog tag sign for the Supervisors to hang on the doors of the residents who need them.  

Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski talked about District 7 Meeting Notice is being held on Thursday, September 24, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.  She also thanked the board members for standing behind her on the Cable issues in her neighborhood.  

Supervisor Mark Knowles brought up the Clerk / Treasurer Position being split.  The Board talked about having two separate positions.  This would help save the cost of an audit being done every year by KDV.  Clerk Mike Zniewski was fine with having the two positions split.  He would be interested and be willing to take on the Treasurer Position and have someone else fill in the Clerk Position.  If the Board wishes to do the split, there would no longer be a Deputy Clerk Position.  The Board then asked Deputy Clerk Tammy Schefers if she would be interested in the Clerk Position if they split the two positions.  She said she would give it some thought and report back with her decision next month.    

The Board members talked about the MN Pollution Annual Permit needed.  

There will be a Board of Equalization Training Workshop coming up that Supervisor Mark Knowles may attend.  

Supervisor Mark Knowles questioned Chairman Eric Meyer, and David Meyers on what happened at the Annexation Meeting with the City of St. Cloud on August 25, 2009.  No one at this point had stated what had happened at that meeting.  Supervisor Mark Knowles found out that Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann also attended that meeting.  Supervisor Mark Knowles questioned why Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann was there at the meeting.  Supervisor Mark Knowles was very disappointed that no one had reported anything that happened at that meeting with the city and that he had to bring it up before anyone said anything.  This is a big annexation step with the Township and the City of St. Cloud.  There has been a citizens committee even involved in our Haven Master Plan.  Supervisor Mark Knowles also stated that it is kind-of interesting that three of the people who attended the meeting have something to do with the Mississippi River. Chairman Eric Meyer made the comment they are not hiding anything and Supervisor Mark Knowles was way out-of -line.  The conversation got out of hand and David Meyers then suggested that we move on to the next agenda item.  David Meyers reported that on Tuesday, September 22, 2009 there will be another meeting with the City of St. Cloud on annexation issues and the Airport growth. 

Town Hall Expansion – The Board talked about adding on to the Township hall for a bigger meeting area.  Chairman Eric Meyer is working with Sheriff Joel Brott to see if the Sherburne County Sheriff’s Department would be interested in having a sub-station attached to the Haven Township Hall.  Sheriff Joel Brott likes the idea and will look into this option.  

Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to approve the KDV audit for this year for $5,000.00.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
