BUILDING ADDITION DISCUSSION


Chairman LeRoy Pauley discussed for a possible addition onto the north side of the building.  After checking into how much this project will cost, Chairman LeRoy Pauley suggested we do not spend that much on the addition.  Roger Plombon made a motion that the Board members look into a small cold storage shed that would not be attached to the Townhall.  The Board would not exceed the amount of $3,000.00 for this building project.  Jim Rugg seconded the motion.  After more discussion about the type of shed needed, Roger Plombon then ammended his 1st motion and made another motion not exceed the amount of $5,000.00 for this building project.  Jim Rugg seconded the motion.  The motion carried.   





BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR


Sylvia Valley asked the Board Members if they new how she could get the Official Newspaper for the Township.  The Becker Citizen.  The only way she will get it is if she subscribes to it.  The Becker Citizen has a certain boundry line North that they deliver to for free.  It was also asked if there could be a paper drop box at the Town Hall that the citizens could go pick one up there for free.  





Haven Citizens Committee -  Chairman LeRoy Pauley talked to the residents about the Haven Citizens Committee Regarding Orderly Annexation.  This is to help guide the process of negotiating an Orderly Annexation Agreement for the City of St. Cloud and Haven Township.  
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A paper was passed out on the Preamble and Recommendations and Guidelines.  After discussion of this, Fred Bengtson made a motion to support the Board and Citizens Committee on this document and take it to the City of St. Cloud.  Alvin Ayers seconded the motion.  The motion carried.








Brian Bensen asked if Supervisor Eric Meyer needed support and people who are interested to be on a committee for the Fire Contract Concern. (Palmer/Clear Lake Station)  Yes, this would be a good idea.  The residents that would so far like to be on the committee are: Brian Bensen, Gary Kiffmeyer, Dennis Lietha and Jim Rugg.  Any other people interested please contact Supervisor Eric Meyer.  This should also be mentioned in the News Letter.  





Kathy Gerdts-Senger asked that the Township keeps supporting the Clearwater Public Library.  She made a motion that for the year 2005 the Board should spend $1,000.00 for the Library Fund. Lois Campbell seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  One opposed (Alvin Ayers)





Fred Bengtson talked about the Sherburne County Historical Society Meuseum.  It will be North of Becker located on the Cox Property.  He made a motion that the Board should spend $500.00 to help support this new Historical Building and Displays.  Jane Korte seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  One opposed (Alvin Ayers)





Jane Korte talked about the Wild-n-Senic Mississippi.  She was on the internet and saw that the DNR had signed off on a certain bill.  She made a motion that the Board should give some support for a resolution to the DNR to support and maintain the Senic part of the River in Haven Township.  Fred Bengtson seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  Jane will work with the Board Members on this issue.





Supervisor David Johnson asked the residents how they felt about the idea of the County of St. Cloud.  This would be parts of  Haven, Palmer, Santiago, Benton, Sherburne, and Stearns.  The Residents stated that this is a “Bad Idea”.





Curt Thering made a motion that the Board should extend and fix the road, (45th Avenue) to get an approach for the Long Lake Boat Access.  Carol Kruchten seconded the motion.  After a very long discussion of this issue, Curt Thering ammended his 1st motion and made another motion that the Board should remove the minimum maintance sign so the Board can make it a through road for a public access.  Virg Kruchten seconded the motion.  A hand count was taken for tally.  There were 20 people in favor of this, and 25 people were opposed.  The motion was not carried.
