OLD BUSINESS

CUP Vesterra, LLC – No new updates.

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – None

Zoning –None

Airport Update – Dave Johnson had a written report that the City will need to find some wetlands to mitigate any future runway construction, whether the long-planned extension of 05-23, or a new parallel 13-31.  The impacted wetlands drain into the Elk River and would thus add to flowage into the Elk River.  Therefore the City will be looking for mitigation lands (about 200 acres total) that can absorb some of the existing drainage into the Elk River, this side of the Briggs Lake chain.  Bill Towle will be meeting with the Guard for some preliminary talks about their operations.  

Roads – Crack filling of Roads are being worked on and 54th Street will be worked on in the next couple of months.  

NEW BUSINESS 

Jim & Janet Knoblach - They are requesting a conditional use permit to dig out 13,000 square feet for a duck pond.  (Up to 6 feet in depth with a 5 to 1 slope an in an existing depression).  Jim Knoblach talked with the Board members about how his wife and he plan to create a duck pond in an existing depression that straddles the boundary between two parcels they own.  The depression is approximately 400-500 feet wide, and the lowest point is currently about ten feet below the highest point.  The lowest point, which consists of an area of around 13,000 square feet, is a class one wetland, and has different vegetation on it, as can be seen by the attached aerial photos he gave the Board.  However, there has never been any standing water at the site in the three years they have owned the property.  Bruce & Julie Busta wrote to the Board and said they have no objections to this request.  Mr. Molstad wrote to the Board of his concerns about hunting on the property and that it is not dug as deep as the aquifer.  Dave Roggenkamp made the comment as a neighbor he has no objections on this issue.  Jane Korte was concerned that he does not drain from other wetlands in the area and it will not affect other property owner’s wells.  Alvin Ayers was concerned if the area should be fenced in.  After discussion on this issue, Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to move forward by giving a positive comment with the condition added that the Knoblach’s stay above the aquifer when digging the duck pond.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

Bruce Hentges – He had two requests: 1.The request is an 11’ variance in setback from Pickerel Lake for 16’ x 26’ second story addition on existing house.  Required setback from a recreational development lake is 100’ – addition would be 89’ from the lake.  Addition would be further from the lake.  2. The request is a 39’ variance in setback from 65th Street SE for a 16’ x 26’ second story addition on existing house.  Required setback is 100’ from the centerline – addition would be 61’ from the centerline.  Addition will be further from the road than the existing house.  After discussion on this issue, Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to move forward with a positive comment on this.  Supervisor Randy Linn seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR

Dave Theisen – Lives in Greenwood Acres and would like to see the 54th Street Bridge still remain open. He would like it to be a bike, walking bridge if it can not be used for vehicles.  

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS
NorthStar Corridor – No new updates.
