Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to pay the outstanding bills.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

CUP Vesterra, LLC – No new updates.   

Nelton – This issue is close to finalization.

Citizen Committee – The group met in December.  They discussed Planning Issues.  The next meeting will be on January 8, 2008.

Bogart, Pederson & Associates, Inc. – The Board talked about having two Supervisors work with Jon Bogart on an inventory of the roads that should be worked on in the next five years in Haven Township.  This would include setting a budget and looking at the traffic pattern.  The first road looked at will be 54th Street.  More discussion will be on this issue at the January meeting.

Kilian / Sterling Heights – There is a vacant lot owned by Jim Miller.  The Board was wondering if he would sell this property piece.  Supervisor Mark Knowles will look into this issue and get back to the Board at the January meeting.   

River Haven – The Board talked about having a No Mow Ditch Policy in selected areas in the Township.  Jan Braun would like to see some ditches left and not mowed.  The Board suggested that this goes in the newsletter to see how many people respond to the idea.    

Bridge – The 54th Street Bridge is still in discussion on what to do with it.  The road is closed for now.  

UPDATED ITEMS
APO – The Board authorized for the first ½ of the payment in the sum of $1,313.00 to be paid to the APO. 

Zoning – Prairie Woods – Out Lot “A” (47th Street SE) which lies west of 15th Avenue SE in Prairie Woods Estates does not have a Road Order.  Currently, the Board maintains the road. After discussion on this issue, the Board decided to leave this issue alone and keep maintaining the road.  The Board also talked about having another alternate for the County Zoning Board.  Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion that Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann be another alternate for the Planning Commission at the County Level.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Prom / Knife River Request – Knife River Corporation (Prom Mining Pit) is requesting to amend the existing C.U.P. #35481 #15 which states that the property will be mined in no more than 12.1 acre increments.  They are requesting additional acreage of approximately 38 acres for the purpose of processing, mining, washing and stockpiling of materials.  Skip DeMarais and Holly Brisk represented Knife River Corporation.  They explained how they would like to expand in the Prom Mining Pit.  There were several issues talked about with the Board members.  Then Chairman Eric Meyer opened it up for public comment.  Joe Braun asked how much land would you like open at one time.  Fred Bengtson was concerned if the Airport was contacted on this expansion and if it would affect the Elk River.  Susie Knowles made the comment that there is not much difference from the acreage now than to what they are requesting and said she sees no problem with it.  Dave Johnson was concerned about the economic claimant and level of activity in the pit.  He also said the back-up beepers from the loaders he could hear.  Lewis Stark said that economics have a big bearing on the pit.  If the product does not sell, then there will be bigger stock piles and they will need more space to store the products being mined out of the pit. Mark Prom made the comment that there is not wind erosion yet and the noise is buffered by a tree line.  He is worried about the road that the trucks travel on after coming out of the pit. (65th Avenue (County Road 78)).   After discussion on this issue Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to approve the request with a positive comment and do away with the phasing so Knife River Corporation (Prom Pit) can work within the 38 acres requested. There was no negative public comment and the location is in a good site.  It is not near a platted area.  It is also out of the flight zone area of the Airport. Supervisor Mark Knowles seconded the motion.  The motion carried.     

Board Supervisor Position - Supervisor Dennis Lietha resigned at the November Meeting.  Supervisor Jeff Schlingmann made a motion to accept Dennis Lietha’s resignation and appoint someone tonight to fill the open Supervisor Position.  Supervisor Kathi Sims-Kosloski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  The Board listened to James Rugg,  Clint Bogard and Randy Linn to see why they would be interested in filling the open position until the March, 2008 election. After discussion on this issue, Supervisor Mark Knowles made a motion to have Lewis Stark fill the open Supervisor Position until March, 2008 being he has been on the Board for 24 years.  Chairman Eric Meyer asked for a seconded.  There was no second.  The motion dies for lack of a second.  Then Kathi Sims-Kosloski made a motion to appoint Randy Linn to fill the open Supervisor Position until the March, 2008 election.  Clerk/Treasurer Mike Zniewski seconded the motion.  The motion was called:

Alvin Ayers – Talked about snowmobiles. He wanted to have something put in the Newsletter that states not to run snowmobiles on peoples property without permission.  

Harold Imholte – Talked about the snow being removed by the public access on long lake so people could walk down the access to go fishing.

Hall Maintenance - Improvements are being worked on.

NorthStar Corridor – Phase II Committee will meet twice in January, 2008.  It will be between the years 2010-1015 before we see anything here.
